Sec. 1. RCW 46.68.041 and 1985 ex.s . c 1 s 12 are each amended to4

read as follows:5

(((1))) The department shall forward all funds accruing under the6

provisions of chapter 46.20 RCW together with a proper identifying,7

detailed report to the state treasurer who shall deposit such moneys to8

the credit of the highway safety fund ((except as otherwise provided in9

this section.10

(2) Out of each fee of fourteen dollars collected for a driver’s11

license, the sum of ten dollars and twenty cents shall be deposited in12

the highway safety fund, and three dollars and eighty cents shall be13

deposited in the general fund)).14

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate15

preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of the16

state government and its existing public institutions, and shall take17

effect July 1, 1995.18
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
