BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW28B. 15. 225 and 1993 sp.s. ¢ 18 s 9 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

Subject to the limtations of RCW28B. 15.910, the governing board
of the University of Washi ngton may exenpt the foll owm ng students from
the paynent of all or a portion of the nonresident tuition fees
differential: Students admtted to the university’ s school of nedicine
pursuant to contracts with the states of Al aska, Montana, ((e+)) |daho,
or Womng, or agencies thereof, providing for a program of
regi onal i zed nmedi cal education conducted by the school of nedicine; or
students admtted to the university's school of dentistry pursuant to
contracts with the states of Utah, Idaho, or any other western state
whi ch does not have a school of dentistry, or agencies thereof,
providing for a program of regionalized dental education conducted by
the school of dentistry. The proportional cost of the program in
excess of resident student tuition and fees, will be reinbursed to the
university by or on behalf of participating states or agencies.
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Subject to the limtations of RCW 28B. 15.910, the governing board of
Washi ngton State University may exenpt frompaynent all or a portion of
the nonresident tuition fees differential for any student admtted to
the University of W shington’s school of nedicine and attending
Washi ngton State University as a participant in the Washi ngton, Al aska,
Mont ana, ((ef)) ldaho, or Wom ng programin this section. WAshington
State University may reduce the professional student tuition for
students enrolled in this program by the anmount the student pays the
University of Washington as a registration fee.
