BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature finds that the devel opnent
loan fund is a revolving loan fund capitalized primarily with federa
funds. The fund, adm nistered by the departnment of conmunity, trade,
and econom ¢ devel opnent, provides lowinterest | oans to businesses in
econom cal ly di stressed areas and other parts of the state. During the
1995-97 biennium the departnment provided three mllion six hundred
t housand dol l ars in | oans, thereby exhausting its 1995-97 appropriation
authority six nonths prior to the end of the biennium However, due to
early repaynent of several |oans, the account has an estimted fund
bal ance of approxinmately one mllion seven hundred thousand doll ars.
In order to make the fund bal ance avail able for issuance of new | oans
prior to the end of the biennium it is necessary to provide a
suppl ement al appropriation.
