NEWSECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature finds that the departnent of
fish and wildlife nmanages property in the state where the departnent
has abandoned use of the property for fish hatchery operations and
where the location of the property inpedes further devel opnent of air
transportation facilities. The departnent shall identify all such
properties in the state and shall imrediately begin to work with | ocal
governnments in the sane counties in which the properties are | ocated to
expl ore I and exchanges to benefit the state’s wildlife resources and to
facilitate inproved air transportation.

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 2. This act is necessary for the imedi ate
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of the
state governnment and its existing public institutions, and takes effect
i mredi atel y.
