AN ACT Relating to prenatal newborn screening for exposure to
har nful drugs; adding a new chapter to Title 70 RCW and creating a new
section.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The policy of the state of Washington is to
make every effort to detect as early as feasible and to prevent where
possi bl e preventabl e disorders resulting fromparental use of al cohol
and drugs.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. The departnment of health, in consultation
with appropriate nedical professionals, shall develop screening
criteriafor use inidentifying pregnant or |actating wonen addi cted to
drugs or alcohol who are at risk of producing a drug-affected baby.
The departnment shall also develop training protocols for nedical
professionals related to the identification and screening of wonen at
ri sk of producing a drug-affected baby.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. The departnent of health shall investigate
the feasibility of nedical protocols for |aboratory testing or other
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screening of newborn infants for exposure to alcohol or drugs. The
departnent of health shall consider how to inprove the current system
with respect to testing, considering such variables as whether such
testing is available, its cost, which entity is currently responsible
for ordering testing, and whether testing should be mnmandatory or
t ar get ed.

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 4. The departnent of health shall report to the
appropriate legislative commttees onits findings under sections 2 and
3 of this act by Decenber 1, 1998.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 5. Sections 1 through 3 of this act constitute
a new chapter in Title 70 RCW
