amendi ng RCW69. 50. 520 and 72. 09. 050; creating new sections; providing
an effective date; and declaring an energency.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. (1) A budget is hereby adopted and, subject
to the provisions set forth in the followng sections, the severa
anpunts specified in parts | through VIIl of this act, or so nuch
t hereof as shall be sufficient to acconplish the purposes designated,
are hereby appropriated and authorized to be incurred for salaries,
wages, and ot her expenses of the agencies and offices of the state and
for other specified purposes for the fiscal bienniumbeginning July 1
1999, and ending June 30, 2001, except as otherw se provided, out of
the several funds of the state hereinafter naned.

(2) Unless the context clearly requires otherw se, the definitions
in this section apply throughout this act.

(a) "Fiscal year 2000" or "FY 2000" neans the fiscal year ending
June 30, 2000.
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(b) "Fiscal year 2001" or "FY 2001" neans the fiscal year ending
June 30, 2001.

(c) "FTE" neans full tinme equival ent.

(d) "Lapse" or "revert" means the anount shall return to an
unappropri ated status.

(e) "Provided solely" neans the specified anount may be spent only
for the specified purpose. Unless otherw se specifically authorized in
this act, any portion of an anount provided solely for a specified
pur pose which is unnecessary to fulfill the specified purpose shal
| apse.

(1) Agency planning and decisions concerning information
technol ogy shall be made in the context of its information technol ogy
portfolio. "Information technology portfolio" neans a strategic
managenent approach in which the rel ati onshi ps between agency m ssi ons
and i nformati on technol ogy i nvest nents can be seen and under st ood, such
that: Technology efforts are Iinked to agency objectives and busi ness
pl ans; the inpact of new investnents on existing infrastructure and
busi ness functions are assessed and understood before inplenmentation;
and agency activities are consistent wth the devel opnent of an
i ntegrated, nonduplicative state-wi de infrastructure.

(2) Agencies shall use their information technol ogy portfolios in
maki ng decisions on matters related to the foll ow ng:

(a) Systemrefurbi shnment, acquisitions, and devel opnent efforts;

(b) Setting goals and objectives for using information technol ogy
in neeting | egislatively-mndated m ssions and busi ness needs;

(c) Assessnent of overall information processing performnce,
resources, and capabilities;

(d) Ensuring appropriate transfer of technol ogi cal expertise for
t he operation of any new systens devel oped using external resources;
and

(e) Progress toward enabling electronic access to public
i nformati on.
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(3) The agency shall produce a feasibility study for information
technol ogy projects at the direction of the information services board
and in accordance with published departnent of information services

policies and guidelines. At a mninum such studies shall include a
statenent of: (a) The purpose or inpetus for change; (b) the business
value to the agency, including an exam nation and evaluation of

benefits, advantages, and cost; (c) a conprehensive risk assessnment
based on the proposed project’s inpact on both citizens and state
operations, its visibility, and the consequences of doi ng nothing; (d)
t he i npact on agency and state-wide information infrastructure; and (e)
the inpact of the proposed enhancenents to an agency’s information
t echnol ogy capabilities on neeting service delivery demands.

(4) The agency shall produce a conprehensi ve managenent plan for
each project. The plan or plans shall address all factors critical to
successful conpletion of each project. The plan(s) shall include, but
is not limted to, the followng elenents: A description of the
probl em or opportunity that the information technology project is
i ntended to address; a statenent of project objectives and assunpti ons;

The planning for
t he phased approach shall be such that the business case justification
for a project needs to denonstrate how the project recovers cost or
adds neasur abl e val ue or positive cost benefit to the agency’s busi ness
functions within each devel opnent cycl e.

secretary nmay expend funds appropriated for the 1999-01 bienniumto

enter into agreenents with any | ocal governnent or private organi zation

in any other state, providing for the operation of any correctiona

facility or programfor persons convicted of felonies. The secretary
may enpl oy persons to aid in performng the functions and duties of the
departnment. The secretary may del egate any of his or her functions or
duties to departnent enpl oyees, including the authority to certify and
mai nt ai n custody of records and docunents on file with the departnent.
The secretary is authorized to pronul gate standards for the departnent
of corrections wthin appropriation |levels authorized by the
| egi sl ature.

Pursuant to the authority granted in chapter 34.05 RCW the
secretary shall adopt rules providing for inmate restitution when
restitution is determned appropriate as a result of a disciplinary
action.

NEW SECTI O\ Sec. 914. If any provision of this act or its
application to any person or circunstance is held invalid, the
remai nder of the act or the application of the provision to other
persons or circunstances is not affected.

NEW SECTI ON.  Sec. 915. This act is necessary for the imedi ate
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of the
state governnment and its existing public institutions, and takes effect
July 1, 1999.
