AN ACT Rel ating to enmergency nedi cal services; adding a new section
to chapter 18.73 RCW and providing an effective date.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 18.73 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) Every energency nedi cal services nmedi cal programdirector shal
design a training curriculumand devel op protocols, subject to approval
by the secretary, to allow energency nedical technicians to carry and
adm ni ster epinephrine autoinjector devices by July 1, 2000. Every
emergency nedi cal technician shall successfully conplete the training
programw thin six nonths of the secretary’s approval.

(2) The secretary shall develop standards and procedures for
evaluating the training curriculum and protocols nentioned in
subsection (1) of this section by January 1, 2000.

(3) Energency nedical technicians, performng patient care duties
as an anbul ance operator or attendant or as a nenber of an aid service,
shall carry and may adm nister, according to protocols, epinephrine
autoinjector devices for the treatnent of patients found in
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anaphyl actic shock i f the energency nedi cal technician has successfully
conpleted a training curriculumapproved by the secretary.

(4) Nothing in this section authorizes the admnistration of
epi nephrine by a first responder.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. This act takes effect August 1, 1999.
