Sec. 1. RCWA49.22.010 and 1989 ¢ 357 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

As used in this chapter, the followng terns have the neanings
i ndi cated unless the context clearly requires otherw se.

(1) "Departnment” means the departnent of |abor and industries.

(2) "((kate—night)) Evening retail establishnent” neans any
busi ness or commerci al establishnment nmaki ng sal es to the public between
the hours of ((eleven)) eight o' clock p.m and ((s+x)) seven o’ clock
a.m, except restaurants, hotels, taverns, or any lodging facility.

(3) "Enployer"” neans the operator, |essee, or franchisee of ((a
tatenight)) an evening retail establishnment whose standard i ndustri al
code is "5411" or "5541" as established under the standard industri al
classification manual, or the equivalent code in a successor
classification as determi ned by the conm ssioner under Title 50 RCW
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Sec. 2. RCWA49.22.020 and 1989 ¢ 357 s 3 are each anended to read
as follows:

In addition to providing crine prevention training ((as—previded+n
seetton2ofthisaet)), all enployers operating ((+atenight)) evening
retail establishnents shall

(1) Post a conspicuous sign in the wi ndow or door which states that
there is a safe on the premses and it is not accessible to the
enpl oyees on the prem ses and that the cash register contains only the
m ni mal anount of cash needed to conduct business: PROVIDED, That an
enpl oyer shall not be subject to penalties under RCW 49.22.030 for
having noneys in the cash register in excess of the mninml anount
needed to conduct business;

(2) So arrange all material posted in the wi ndow or door so as to
provide a clear and unobstructed view of the cash register, provided
the cash register is otherwise in a position visible fromthe street;

(3) Have a drop-safe, Iimted access safe, or conparabl e device on
the prem ses; and

(4) Operate the outside lights for that portion of the parking area
that is necessary to accommodate custoners during all night hours the
((ate—n+ght)) evening retail establishnent is open, if the ((late
Aarght)) evening retail establishnment has a parking area for its
cust omers.

NEWSECTI ON. Sec. 3. The departnent of |abor and i ndustries shall
review and update existing rules and admnistrative procedures to
refl ect changes nmade by this act.
