BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 1. The legislature finds that the state of
Washi ngton has a dynam c¢ high technol ogy industry. Enploynent in the
hi gh technol ogy industry has grown since 1990 from sixty thousand to
nore than one hundred t housand persons. The legislature further finds
that to stay conpetitive and help the industry grow, opportunities for
post graduate study need to be created in WAshi ngton state.

NEW_ SECTI ON. Sec. 2. By June 30, 2001, the higher education

coordinating board shall evaluate and nmake recomendations to
appropriate commttees of the legislature about the creation of a
doctoral programin conputer science and engineering. In making its
recommendati ons, the board shall |ook at issues that shall include but

not be limted to:

(1) Future and current job opportunities for persons with doctoral
degrees in conputer science and engineering wthin the state of
Washi ngton and within the United States;
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(2) To the extent information is available, the nunber of persons
enpl oyed in Washington state in the conputer science and engi neering
fields with doctoral degrees in conputer science and engineering and
the nanmes of the institutions granting those degrees;

(3) The nunber of students in undergraduate or master’s degree
prograns i n conputer science and engi neering i n Washi ngt on who woul d be
interested in pursuing doctoral degrees; and

(4) Where the program shoul d be | ocated.
