AN ACT Relating to tax exenptions and credits for structures and
equi pnent used to reduce agricultural burning of cereal grains and
field and turf grass grown for seed; adding a new section to chapter
82.08 RCW adding a new section to chapter 82.12 RCW adding a new
section to chapter 82.04 RCW adding a new section to chapter 84.36
RCW creating a new section; providing expiration dates; and decl aring
an energency.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 1. It is the intent of the legislature to
provide tax exenptions and credits to encourage alternatives to the
field burning of cereal grains and field and turf grass grown for seed.
The exenptions and credits are available to farmers and to other
persons engaged in activities that nmake it possible to reduce field
burni ng i ncludi ng persons invol ved in manufacturing or marketing straw
or straw based products, or to reduce the air em ssions resulting from
such burning. It is the intent of the legislature that the exenptions
and credits provided by this act apply not only to facilities and
machi nery and equi pnent for alternatives currently avail able, but al so
to those that nay becone available in the future.
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NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 82. 08 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) The tax levied by RCW 82.08.020 does not apply to sales of
machi nery and equipnment, and to services rendered in respect to
constructing structures, installing, constructing, repairing, cleaning,
decorating, altering, or inproving of structures or eligible machi nery
and equi pnent, or to sales of tangible personal property that becones
an i ngredi ent or conponent of eligible structures or eligible machi nery
and equipnent, if the machinery, equipnment, or structure is used
excl usivel y:

(a) For gathering, densifying, processing, handling, storing,
transporting, or incorporating straw or straw based products that
results in a reduction in field burning of cereal grains and field and
turf grass grown for seed; or

(b) To decrease air emssions resulting from field burning of
cereal grains and field and turf grass grown for seed.

(2) A person taking the exenption under this section nust keep
records necessary for the departnment to verify eligibility under this
section. The exenption is available only when the buyer provides the
seller with an exenption certificate in a formand manner prescribed by
the departnment. The seller shall retain a copy of the certificate for
the seller’s files.

(3) The departnent of ecology and the departnent of agriculture
shall consult wth the departnent with regard to the information
necessary for the departnent to admnister this section.

(4) This section expires January 1, 2006.

NEW SECTION.. Sec. 3. A new section is added to chapter 82.12 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) The provisions of this chapter do not apply in respect to the
use of machinery and equi pnent, or tangible personal property that
becones an i ngredi ent or conponent of eligible machinery and equi pnent
used excl usively:

(a) For gathering, densifying, processing, handling, storing,
transporting, or incorporating straw or straw based products that w |l
result in a reduction in field burning of cereal grains and field and
turf grass grown for seed; or

(b) To decrease air emssions resulting from field burning of
cereal grains and field and turf grass grown for seed.

(2) A person taking the exenption under this section nust keep
records necessary for the departnent to verify eligibility under this
section.

(3) The departnent of ecology and the departnent of agriculture
shall consult wth the departnent with regard to the information
necessary for the departnent to admnister this section.

(4) This section expires January 1, 2006.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. A new section is added to chapter 82. 04 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) A person who is eligible for the exenption under section 2 or
3 of this act may take a credit against tax inposed by this chapter,
subject to the limtations in this section.

(2) The credit under this section is equal to fifty percent of the
anount of costs expended for constructing structures or acquiring
machi nery and equi pment for which an exenption was taken under section
2 or 3 of this act.

(3) No application is necessary for the credit under this section.
A person taking the credit nust keep records necessary for the
departnment to verify eligibility under this section. Tax credit may
not be cl ai ned for expenditures that occurred before the effective date
of this section.

(4) No applicant is eligible for tax credits under this section in
excess of the amount of tax that would otherw se be due under this
chapter. Approved credit may not be carried over to subsequent
cal endar years. The credit nust be cl aimed by the due date of the | ast
tax return for the calendar year in which the paynent is made. Any
unused credit expires. Refunds shall not be given in place of credits.

(5) This section expires January 1, 2006.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 5. A new section is added to chapter 84.36 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) (a) Personal property eligible for exenption under section 2 or
3 of this act is exenpt fromtaxation

(b) The exenption under (a) of this subsection applies to taxes
| evied for collection in 2001 through 2006 only.

(2) This section expires January 1, 2007.
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NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 6. This act is necessary for the imedi ate
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of the
state governnment and its existing public institutions, and takes effect
i mredi atel y.
