AN ACT Relating to a Wirld War 11 oral history project; adding a
new section to chapter 28A. 300 RCW and creating a new section.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTI O\ Sec. 1. The legislature finds that nore than two
hundred fifty thousand of WAshington’s citizens served their country in
the arnmed forces of the United States during World War 11. The
| egislature also finds that alnbst six thousand of those citizens
sacrificed their lives to secure our nation’s and the worl d’ s peace and
freedom The legislature finds that the hardships and sacrifices
endured by the famlies and communities of these service nen and wonen
were critical to the eventual success of our nation’'s defense. The
| egi sl ature also finds the nenories of these stalwart patriots nust be
preserved to rem nd future generations of the price the nenbers of the
greatest generation paid to preserve our denocratic way of life. The
| egislature further finds that to have a clearer reflection of these
sacrifices on behalf of freedom and denocracy, it is necessary to
include the nenories of all wonmen and nen of our armed forces, their
famly nenbers, and others involved in the war effort so that these
menories mrror our nation’s rich ethnic diversity. 1In addition, the
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| egi sl ature recogni zes the exi stence and contri butions of the Wrld War
Il menorial educational foundation. Menbers of the foundation include
Wrld War 11 veterans, and advisors from the office of veterans
affairs, the superintendent of public instruction, and the secretary of
st at e. The legislature intends to honor the veterans who served in
Wrld War |1 and their supportive famlies by preserving their menories
so Washi ngton’s school children will never forget the significant human
costs of war and the efforts of their ancestors to preserve and protect
our country and the world from tyranny. The | egislature further
intends that nenbers of the Wrld War |1 nenorial educational
foundati on have a strong advisory role in the preservation of those
menories and the creation of instructional materials on the war.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 28A 300
RCWto read as foll ows:

(1) The World War 1l oral history project is established for the
purpose of providing oral history presentations, docunmentation, and
other materials to assist the office of the superintendent of public
i nstruction and educators in the devel opnent of a curriculumfor use in
ki ndergarten through twelfth grade.

(2) To the extent funds are appropriated or donated, the project
shall be adm nistered by the office of the superintendent of public
instruction. The office shall convene an advisory commttee to assi st
in the design and inplenentation of the project. The commttee shal
be conposed of nenbers of the Wrld War Il nenorial educational
foundation, the departnent of veterans affairs, the secretary of
state’s office, and legislators involved with and interested in the
devel opment of the oral history project. The commttee may select its
own chair and may expand its nenbership to include the services of
ot her individuals, agencies, or organizations on the basis of need.
The office shall provide staffing and adm nistrative support to the
advi sory conm ttee.

(3) The project will preserve for the education of Washington’'s
school children the nenories and history of our state’s citizens who
served their state and country as nenbers of the arnmed forces or
t hrough national or community contributions during Wrld War 1. The
project is intended to preserve these nenories and history through
audi ot apes, videotapes, filns, stories, printedtranscripts, digitally,
and t hrough ot her appropriate nethods.
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(4) As part of the project, the office of the superintendent of
public instruction shall identify the requirenents regarding
instructional guides to help educators use the preserved nmaterial in
age and grade appropriate ways.

(5) Inits admnistration of the project, the office may carry out
its responsibilities through contracts wth filmng and taping
specialists, mni-grants to schools, contracts with the Wrld War ||
menori al educational foundation, and t hrough ot her nmeans recommended by
t he foundati on.

(6) By Decenmber 1, 2000, and every second year thereafter in which
the project has received funding, the office shall report on the
results of the project to the governor and t he house of representatives
and senate conmttees on education. The Decenber 2000 report shal
i nclude, but need not be limted to, identification of the project’s
i npl enent ati on strategies and resource requi renents, and any curricul um
st andar ds devel oped through the project.
