(9) "Cenetically engineered organi snf nmeans an organismaltered or
produced through genetic nodification from a donor, vector, or
reci pi ent organi sm using reconbi nant DNA techni ques, excluding those
organi sns covered by the food, drug and cosnetic act (21 U S.C Secs.
301-392).

(10) "Person" neans a natural person, i ndi vi dual firm
partnership, corporation, conpany, society, or association, and every
of ficer, agent, or enployee of any of these entities.

(11) "Sell"™ nmeans to sell, to hold for sale, offer for sale
handl e, or to use as inducenent for the sale of another article or
pr oduct .

(12) "Noxious weed" neans a living stage, including, but not
l[imted to, seeds and reproductive parts, of a parasitic or other plant
of a kind that presents a threat to Washington agriculture or
envi ronment .

(13) "Regulated article" neans a plant or plant product, bees or
beekeepi ng equi pnrent, noxious weed or other articles or equipnment
capable of harboring or transporting plant or bee pests or noxious
weeds that is specifically addressed in rules or quarantines adopted
under this chapter

(14) "Owner" neans the person having | egal ownership, possession,
or control over a regulated article covered by this chapter including,
but not limted to, the owner, shipper, consignee, or their agent.

(15) "Nui sance" neans a plant, or plant part, apiary, or property
found in a commercial area on which is found a pest, pathogen, or
di sease that is a source of infestation to other properties.

(18) "Biological control"™ neans the use by humans of living
organisns to control or suppress undesirable animals and plants; the
action of parasites, predators, or pathogens on a host or prey
popul ation to produce a | ower general equilibriumthan would prevail in
t he absence of these agents.

(19) "Biological control agent" nmeans a parasite, predator, or
pat hogen intentionally rel eased, by humans, into a target host or prey
popul ation with the i ntent of causing popul ati on reducti on of that host
or prey.

(20) "Energency" neans a situation where there is an inm nent
danger of an infestation of plant pests or disease that seriously
threatens the state’'s agricultural or horticultural industries or
environnent and that cannot be adequately addressed with norma
procedures or existing resources.
