Sec. 1. RCW36.32.480 and 1979 ex.s. ¢ 200 s 2 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) Acounty legislative authority may adopt an ordi nance creating
an energency nedical service district in all or a portion of the
uni ncor porated area of the county and, pursuant to subsection (2) of
this section, within the corporate limts of any city or town. The
ordi nance nmay only be adopted after a public hearing has been held on
the creation of such a district and the county |egislative authority
makes a finding that it is in the public interest to create the
district. ((Fhe—renbers—ofthe—countytegistative—authority—shall—be

An energency nedical service district shall be a quasi-nunicipa
corporation and an i ndependent taxing "authority" w thin the neaning of
Article 7, Section 1, Washi ngton State Constitution. Enmergency nedi cal
service districts shall al so be "taxing authorities" within the nmeaning
of Article 7, Section 2, Washington State Constitution.
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An energency nedical service district shall have the authority to
provi de energency nedi cal services.

(2) When any part of a proposed energency nedical service district
includes an area within the corporate limts of a city or town, the
governi ng body of the city or town shall approve the inclusion, and the
county governing body shall maintain a certified copy of the resolution
of approval before adopting an ordinance including the area.

(3) The nenbers of the county legislative authority shall conpose
t he governing body of any energency nedical service district which is
created within the county: PROVIDED, That where an energency nedica
service district includes an area within the corporate limts of acity
or town, the energency nedical service district may be governed as
provided in an interlocal agreenent adopted pursuant to chapter 39.34
RCW The voters of an energency nedical service district nust be
regi stered voters residing within the service area.
