 6 A person who communicates with a minor for immoral purposes, or a
 7 person who communicates with someone the person believes to be a minor
 8 for immoral purposes, is guilty of a gross misdemeanor, unless that
 9 person has previously been convicted under this section or of a felony
10 sexual offense under chapter 9.68A, 9A.44, or 9A.64 RCW or of any other
11 felony sexual offense in this or any other state, in which case the
12 person is guilty of a class C felony punishable under chapter 9A.20
13 RCW.
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
