BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW43.31.422 and 1998 ¢ 76 s 1 are each anmended to read
as follows:

The Hanford area economc investnent fund is established in the
custody of the state treasurer. Mneys in the fund shall only be used
for reasonable assistant attorney general costs in support of the
commttee or pursuant to the ((reecermrendations)) decisions of the

commttee created in RCW43. 31. 425 (( arhd—the—approval—ofthedireector
of—eommuntty—trade—and—economc—developrent)) for Hanford area

revolving loan funds, Hanford area infrastructure projects, or other
Hanf ord area econom c devel opnent and diversification projects, but nmay
not be wused for governnment or nonprofit organization operating
expenses. Up to five percent of noneys in the fund may be used for
program adm ni stration. For the purpose of this chapter "Hanford area"
means Benton and Franklin counties. { { Brshursenents—Hom—the—ftund
shalH—be—on—the—authert+zatien—of)) The director of community, trade,
and econom c devel opnent or the director's designee shall authorize
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di sbursenents fromthe fund after an affirmtive vote of at |east six
menbers of the conmttee created in RCW 43.31.425 on any
( (recormrendations)) decisions reached by the conmmttee created i n RCW
43. 31. 425. The fund is subject to the allotnent procedures under
chapter 43.88 RCW but no appropriation is required for disbursenents.
The legislature intends to establish simlar econom c investnent funds
for areas that devel op | ow | evel radioactive waste disposal facilities.

Sec. 2. RCWA43.31.428 and 1998 ¢ 76 s 3 are each anended to read
as follows:

The Hanford area econom c investnent fund conmttee created under
RCW 43. 31. 425 may:

(1) Adopt bylaws for the regulation of its affairs and the conduct
of its business;

(2) Uilize the services of other governnental agencies;

(3) Accept fromany federal or state agency | oans or grants for the
pur poses of funding Hanford area revolving |oan funds, Hanford area
infrastructure projects, or Hanford area econom c devel opnent projects;

(4) ( ( Recomrend—to—the—director)) Adopt rules for t he
adm ni stration of the program including the terns and rates pertaining
to its loans, and criteria for awarding grants, |oans, and financia
guar ant ees;

(5) ((Recormmendtothedireetor)) Adopt a spending strategy for the
moneys in the fund created in RCW 43.31.422. The strategy shall
include five and ten vyear goals for economc developnent and
diversification for use of the noneys in the Hanford area;

(6) Recommend to the director no nore than two allocations eligible
for funding per calendar year, wth a first priority on Hanford area
revol ving | oan allocations, and Hanford area infrastructure allocations
foll owed by other Hanford area econom c devel opnent and di versification
projects if the conmttee finds that there are no suitable allocations
in the priority allocations described in this section;

(7) Establish and adm nister a revolving fund consistent wwth this
section and RCW 43. 31. 422 and 43. 31. 425; and

(8) Mke grants from the Hanford area econom c investnent fund
consistent with this section and RCW 43. 31. 422 and 43. 31. 425.
