"NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 29A 12
RCWto read as foll ows:

Begi nning on January 1, 2006, all electronic voting devices nust
produce a paper record of each vote that nay be accepted or rejected by
the voter before finalizing his or her vote. This record may not be
renoved fromthe polling place, and nmust be human readabl e w t hout an
interface and machi ne readable for counting purposes. |If the device is
programmed to display the ballot in nultiple |anguages, the paper
record produced nmust be printed in the |anguage used by the voter.
Rej ected records nust either be destroyed or nmarked in order to clearly
identify the record as rejected.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 29A. 44 RCW
to read as foll ows:

Paper records produced by el ectronic voting devices are subject to
all the requirenents of this chapter and chapter 29A. 60 RCW for ball ot
handl i ng, preservation, reconciliation, transit to the counting center,
and storage. The paper records nust be preserved in the sane nmanner
and for the sane period of tine as ballots.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. A new section is added to chapter 29A. 60 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) The electronic record produced and counted by el ectronic voting
devices is the official record of each vote for election purposes. The
paper record produced under section 1 of this act nust be stored and
mai ntai ned for use only in the follow ng circunstances:

(a) In the event of a manual recount;

(b) By order of the county canvassi ng board;
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(c) By order of a court of conpetent jurisdiction; or

(d) For use in the random audit of results described in section 5
of this act.

(2) When such paper record is used in any of the circunstances
listed in subsection (1) of this section, it shall be the official
record of the election.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. A new section is added to chapter 29A 44 RCW
to read as foll ows:

A voter voting on an electronic voting device nmay not |eave the
device during the voting process, except to request assistance fromthe
precinct election officers, until the voting process is conpleted.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 5. A new section is added to chapter 29A 60 RCW
to read as foll ows:

Prior to certification of the election as required by RCW
29A.60. 190, the county auditor shall conduct an audit of results of
votes cast on the direct recording electronic voting devices used in
the county. This audit nust be conducted by randomly selecting by | ot
up to four percent of the direct recording electronic voting devices or
one direct recording electronic voting device, whichever is greater
and, for each device, conparing the results recorded electronically
wth the results recorded on paper. For purposes of this audit, the
results recorded on paper nust be tabulated as follows: On one-fourth
of the devices selected for audit, the paper records nust be tabul ated
manual | y; on the remai ning devices, the paper records nmay be tabul ated
by a nechanical device determned by the secretary of state to be
capabl e of accurately reading the votes cast and printed thereon and
qualified for use in the state under applicable state and federal |aws.
Three races or issues, randomy selected by lot, nust be audited on
each device. This audit procedure nust be subject to observation by
political party representatives if representatives have been appointed
and are present at the tine of the audit.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 6. A new section is added to chapter 29A 84 RCW
to read as foll ows:
Anyone who, w thout authorization, renoves froma polling place a
