The legislature intends to shift the programfor regul ating
water quality for confined animal feeding operations from the
departnent of ecology to the departnent of agriculture. The departnent
of agriculture shall establish and admnister a fully functioning state
program for concentrated aninmal feeding operations in the state and
this programw ||l be a single programfor all |ivestock sectors. The
departnment of agriculture shall have the authority to (1) carry out
i nspections to identify, control, and prevent the pollution of surface
and underground waters of the state resulting from activities of
dairies and concentrated aninmal feeding operations; (2) provide
technical, financial, and educational assistance necessary to gain
conpliance to protect water quality; (3) with the assistance of the
attorney general, bring any appropriate action at law or in equity to
