"NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 28A. 655
RCWto read as foll ows:

By January 15, 2006, the office of the superintendent of public
instruction, as part of any feasibility study of options for the
alternative assessnents under RCW 28A.655.061(11), shall review the
course requirenents and assessnents in one or nore representative
career and technical prograns that lead to industry certification to
determne the alignment of the courses and assessnents wth the
essential academ c learning requirenents neasured in the high schoo
Washi ngt on assessnment of student |earning. The purpose of the review
is to determne if the certifications can be used as evidence that a
student has net the standards neasured by the WAashi ngton assessnent of
student | earning. The review also shall evaluate the statew de
availability and use of the certifications. As part of the review, the
superintendent shall neke a determnation of the extent to which the
certifications are equivalent in rigor to the reading, witing,
mat hemati cs, or science Washi ngton assessnents of student |earning, and
whet her they should be used as alternative assessnents. The
superintendent also shall develop a process for review ng additiona
industry certification prograns after the initial review

Sec. 2. RCW 28A.655.061 and 2004 c¢c 19 s 101 are each amended to
read as foll ows:

(1) The high school assessnent system shall include but need not be
limted to the Washi ngt on assessnent of student |earning, opportunities
for a student to retake the content areas of the assessnment in which

the student was not successful, ((anrd—+f—approved—by—thetegistature
pursuant—to—subseetion—{(11)—of this—seetioen-)) one or nore objective
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alternative assessnents for a student to denonstrate achievenent of
state academi c standards, and any appeals process. The objective
al ternative assessnents for each content area shall be ((eerparable))
equivalent in rigor to the skills and know edge that the student nust
denonstrate on the WAshi ngton assessnment of student |earning for each
content area.

(2) Subject to the conditions in this section, a certificate of
academ c achi evenent shall be obtained by nost students at about the
age of sixteen, and is evidence that the students have successfully net
the state standard in the content areas included in the certificate.
Wth the exception of students satisfying the provisions of RCW
28A. 155. 045, acquisition of the certificate is required for graduation
from a public high school but is not the only requirenent for
graduati on.

(3) Beginning with the graduating class of 2008, with the exception
of students satisfying the provisions of RCW28A. 155. 045, a student who
neets the state standards on the reading, witing, and mathematics
content areas of the high school Wshington assessnent of student
learning shall earn a certificate of academ c achievenent. If a
student does not successfully neet the state standards in one or nore
content areas required for the certificate of academ c achievenent,
then the student may retake the assessnent in the content area up to

four tinmes at no cost to the student. | f the student successfully
meets the state standards on a retake of the assessnent then the
student shall earn a certificate of acadenic achievenent. Once

objective alternative assessnents are ((auvtherized)) |inplenented
pursuant to subsection (11) of this section, a student may use the
objective alternative assessnments to denonstrate that the student
successfully neets the state standards for that content area if the
student has retaken the Washi ngton assessnent of student |earning at

| east once. |If the student successfully neets the state standards on
the objective alternative assessnents then the student shall earn a
certificate of academ c achi evenent. The student's transcript shal

note whether the certificate of academ c achi evenent was acquired by
means of the Washington assessnent of student learning or by an
alternative assessnent.

(4) Beginning with the graduating class of 2010, a student nust
nmeet the state standards in science in addition to the other content
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areas required under subsection (3) of this section on the WAshi ngton
assessnent of student |earning or the objective alternative assessnents
in order to earn a certificate of academ c achi evenent.

(5) The state board of education nmay not require the acquisition of
the certificate of academ c achievenent for students in hone-based
i nstruction under chapter 28A. 200 RCW for students enrolled in private
school s under chapter 28A.195 RCW or for students satisfying the
provi si ons of RCW 28A. 155. 045.

(6) A student may retain and use the highest result from each
successfully conpleted content area of the high school assessnent. A
student may conbine content area results fromthe WAshi ngton assessnent
of student |learning and any subsequent retakes of the assessnent and
results fromany alternative assessnents to denonstrate achi evenent of
state academ c standards.

(7) Beginning with the graduating class of 2006, the highest scale
score and |evel achieved in each content area on the high school
Washi ngton assessnent of student |earning shall be displayed on a
student's transcript. In addition, beginning with the graduating cl ass
of 2008, each student shall receive a scholar's designation on his or
her transcript for each content area in which the student achieves
level four the first time the student takes that content area
assessnent.

(8) Beginning in 2006, school districts nust nake available to
students the foll ow ng options:

(a) To retake the Washi ngton assessnent of student learning up to
four tines in the content areas in which the student did not neet the
state standards if the student is enrolled in a public school; or

(b) To retake the Washi ngton assessnent of student learning up to
four tines in the content areas in which the student did not neet the
state standards if the student is enrolled in a high school conpletion
program at a community or technical college. The superintendent of
public instruction and the state board for community and technica
colleges shall jointly identify means by which students in these
prograns can be assessed.

(9) Students who achieve the standard in a content area of the high
school assessnent but who wish to inprove their results shall pay for
retaking the assessnment, wusing a uniform cost determned by the
superintendent of public instruction.
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(10) Subject to avail able funding, the superintendent shall pil ot
opportunities for retaking the high school assessnent beginning in the
2004-05 school year. Beginning no later than Septenber 2006,
opportunities to retake the assessnent at |east twice a year shall be
avai l abl e to each school district.

(11)(a) The office of the superintendent of public instruction
shal | develop options for i npl enenting objective alternative
assessnent s( (—whi-ch—ray—inelude—an—appeals—process-)) for students to
denonstrate achi evenent of the state academ c standards. The objective
alternative assessnents shall be ((eenparable)) equivalent in rigor to
the skills and know edge that the student nust denonstrate on the
Washi ngton assessnent of student |earning and be objective in its
determ nation of student achievenent of the state standards. Bef ore
any objective alternative assessnents are used by a student to
denonstrate that the student has net the state standards in a content

area required to obtain a certificate, the ((legrstature—shalt—formalby

superintendent of public instruction shall provide to the education
committees of the legislature an opportunity to review any and all
options devel oped and planned for inplenentation by January 15th of the
school year before the school year planned for inplenentation.

(b) The office of the superintendent of public instruction shal
pilot two or nore alternative assessnents in the 2005-06 school vyear,
with the goal of inplenenting at |east one alternative assessnent in
the 2006-07 school year. The superintendent of public instruction
shall direct school districts to nmake available for student use any
alternative assessnents reviewed by the education commttees of the
legislature and deened adequate by the superintendent of public
instruction for inplenentation. The inplenentation shall begin wth
options that are conplete and, to the extent funds are appropriated,
the office of the superintendent of public instruction shall continue
to develop, pilot, and inplenent additional alternative assessnents.
In its devel opnent and inplenentation of alternative assessnents, the
office of the superintendent of public instruction shall consult wth
parents, administrators, practicing classroom teachers including
teachers in career and technical education, practicing principals,
enpl oyers, tribal representatives from federally recogni zed tribes of
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VWashi ngton state and tribes that have signed the WAshington state
centennial accord, appropriate agencies, professional organizations,
assessnent experts, and other interested parties.

(12) ((

determnati+ons)) The office of the superintendent of public instruction
shall devel op appeals processes for use by students no later than the
2007-08 school year. The appeals processes shall be developed wth
criteria that can be consistently applied throughout the state.
(13) To hel p assure continued progress in academ c achi evenent as
a foundation for high school graduation and to assure that students are
on track for high school graduation, each school district shall prepare
pl ans for students as provided in this subsection (13).
(a) Student learning plans are required for eighth through twelfth
grade students who ((were—noet—suecessful)) did not score the |evel of

proficient or above on any or all of the content areas of the
Washi ngt on assessnent for student |earning during the previous school
year. The plan shall include the courses, conpetencies, and other

steps needed to be taken by the student to neet state academc
standards and stay on track for graduation. This requirenent shall be
phased in as foll ows:

(1) Beginning no later than the 2004-05 school year ninth grade
students as described in this subsection (13)(a) shall have a plan.

(i1) Beginning no |ater than the 2005-06 school year and every year
thereafter eighth grade students as described in this subsection
(13)(a) shall have a pl an.

(ti1) The parent or guardian shall be notified, preferably through
a parent conference, of the student's results on the Washington
assessnent of student |earning, actions the school intends to take to
i nmprove the student's skills in any content area in which the student
was ((uhsuecessful)) not proficient, strategies to help them inprove
their student's skills, and the content of the student's plan.

(tv) Progress made on the student plan shall be reported to the
student's parents or guardian at |east annually and adjustnents to the
pl an made as necessary.
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(b) Beginning with the 2005-06 school year and every year
thereafter, all fifth grade students who ((were—noet—sueecessful)) did
not score the level of proficient or above in one or nore of the
content areas of the fourth grade Wshington assessnent of student
| earni ng shall have a student |earning plan.

(1) The parent or guardian of a student described in this
subsection (13)(b) shall be notified, preferably through a parent
conference, of the student's results on the Wshington assessnent of
student |earning, actions the school intends to take to inprove the
student's skills in any content area in which the student was
((unsdecesstul)) not proficient, and provide strategies to help them
i nprove their student's skills.

(1i) Progress made on the student plan shall be reported to the
student's parents or guardian at |east annually and adjustnents to the
pl an made as necessary.

(14) Beginning in the 2005-06 school year and every year
thereafter, each public high school shall notify students and parents,
in the primary | anguage of parents to the extent practicable, of the
options under the high school assessnent system and any appeals
processes for students to denonstrate achi evenent of the state academc
st andar ds.

(15) Beginning in the 2005-06 school year and every year
thereafter, each public high school shall notify students and parents,
in the primary | anguage of parents to the extent practicable, of the
different courses and prograns in career and technical education and
those offered through area skill centers that provide students the
skills and know edge in those content areas assessed by the high school
assessnment system and included in the «certificate of academc
achi evenent . "
