recanvass the ballots or voting devices in any precincts of the county.26

The canvassing board shall conduct any necessary recanvass activity on27

((or)), before, or after the last day to certify the primary or28

election ((and)) in order to correct any error and document the29

correction of any error that it finds.30
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If the canvassing board recanvasses the ballots or voting devices1

after it certifies the results under RCW 29A.60.190 for the primary or2

general election, the certified results by the canvassing board will3

not be considered final. The canvassing board has up to thirty days4

after the primary or general election to recertify the results. "5
