NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 46.37 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) Al vehicle sound system conponents, including any suppl enent al
speaker systens or conponents, mnmust be securely attached to the vehicle
regardl ess of where the conponents are | ocated, so that the conponents
cannot becone di sl odged or | oose during operation of the vehicle.

(2) Enforcenment of this section by |aw enforcenent officers may be
acconplished only as a secondary action when a driver of a vehicle has
been detained for a suspected violation of this title or an equival ent
| ocal ordinance or sone other offense.

(3) The Washington state traffic safety comm ssion shall create and
i npl emrent a statew de educational programregarding the safety risks of
unsecured vehicle sound system conponents, including supplenental
speaker systens or conponents. The educational program shall include
information regardi ng securely attaching sound system conponents to the
vehicle, regardless of where the conponents are |ocated, so that the
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conmponents do not becone di sl odged or | oose during the operation of the
vehicle. The conmm ssion shall create and inplenent this programwthin
the comm ssion's existing budget.
