AN ACT Relating to the possession of nethanphetam ne precursors;
addi ng a new section to chapter 9.91 RCW and prescribing penalties.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 9.91 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) The definitions in this subsection apply throughout this
section unless the context clearly requires otherw se.

(a) "lodine matrix" neans iodine at a concentration greater than
two percent by weight in a matrix or sol ution.

(b) "Matrix" nmeans sonething, as a substance, in which sonething
el se originates, develops, or is contained.

(c) "Methyl sul fonyl met hane"” neans nethylsulfonylnmethane in its
powder form only, and does not include products containing
met hyl sul fonyl net hane in other forns such as liquids, tablets, capsules
not containing nethylsul fonyl methane in pure powder form ointnents,
creans, cosnetics, foods, and beverages.

(2) Any person who know ngly purchases in a thirty-day period or
possesses any quantity of iodine in its elenental form an iodine
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matri x, or nmore than two pounds of nethyl sul fonyl nethane is guilty of
a gross m sdeneanor, except as provided in subsection (3) of this
section.

(3) Subsection (2) of this section does not apply to:

(a) A person who possesses iodine in its elenental form or an
iodine matrix as a prescription drug, under a prescription issued by a
licensed veterinarian, physician, or advanced registered nurse
practitioner;

(b) A person who possesses iodine inits elenmental form an iodine
matrix, or any quantity of nethyl sul fonylnethane in its powder form and
is actively engaged in the practice of animal husbandry of |ivestock;

(c) A person who possesses iodine in its elenental form or an
iodine matrix in conjunction with experinents conducted in a chem stry
or chem stry-related | aboratory nmaintai ned by a:

(i) Public or private secondary school;

(1i) Public or private institution of higher education that is
accredited by a regional or national accrediting agency recogni zed by
the United States departnent of education;

(tit) Manufacturing facility, government agency, or research
facility in the course of |awful business activities;

(d) A veterinarian, physi ci an, advanced registered nurse
practitioner, pharmacist, retail distributor, whol esal er, manufacturer,
war ehouseman, or common carrier, or an agent of any of these persons
who possesses iodine in its elenental form an iodine matrix, or
met hyl sul fonyl nethane in its powder form in the regular course of
| awf ul business activities; or

(e) A person working in a general hospital who possesses iodine in
its elenental form or an iodine matrix in the regular course of
enpl oynent at the hospital.

(4) Any person who purchases any quantity of 1iodine in its
el enent al form an I odi ne matri x, or any quantity of
met hyl sul f onyl net hane nust present an identification card or driver's
license issued by any state in the United States or jurisdiction of
anot her country before purchasing the item

(5) The Washington state patrol shall develop a formto be used in
recording transactions involving iodine in its elenental form an
iodine matrix, or methylsulfonyl nethane. A person who sells or
ot herwi se transfers any quantity of iodine in its elenental form an
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iodine matrix, or any quantity of nethyl sul fonyl nethane to a person for
any purpose authorized in subsection (3) of this section nust record
each sale or transfer. The record nust be made on the form devel oped
by the Washington state patrol and nust be retained by the person for
at |east three years. The Washington state patrol or any local |aw
enforcenent agency nmay request access to the records:

(a) Failure to make or retain a record required under this
subsection is a m sdeneanor.

(b) Failure to conply with a request for access to records required
under this subsection to the Washington state patrol or a local |aw
enf orcenment agency is a m sdeneanor.
