AN ACT Relating to group fishing permts for outdoor education
prograns working with the departnent of fish and wildlife; and anmendi ng
RCW 77. 32. 550.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW77.32.550 and 2002 ¢ 266 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) A group fishing permt allows a group of individuals to fish,_
and harvest shellfish, w thout individual |icenses or the paynent of
i ndi vidual |icense fees.

(2) The director nust issue a group fishing permt on a seasona
basis to a state-operated facility or state-licensed nonprofit facility
or program for physically or nentally disabled persons, nentally ill
per sons, hospi t al patients, handi capped persons, seriously or
termnally ill persons, persons who are dependent on the state because
of enotional or physical devel opnental disabilities, or senior citizens
who are in the care of the facility. The permt is valid only for use
duri ng open season.

(3) The director may set conditions and issue a group fishing
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pernmt to qroups working in partnership with and participating in

departnent outdoor education prograns. At the discretion of the

director, a processing fee may be appli ed.

(4) The commssion ((must)) may adopt rules that provide the
condi tions under which a group fishing permt ((rust—be)) is issued.
