"NEWSECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature finds that the | egislative
yout h advi sory council provides a unique opportunity for mddle and
hi gh school students to be actively involved in governnent. Counci |
menbers not only learn about, but exercise, the core values and
denocratic principles of our state and nation, along with the rights

and responsibilities of citizenship and denocratic civic involvenent.
As such, they are engaged in authentic practice of the essential
academ c learning requirenents in civics. In the short tine since its
creation, the |egislative youth advisory council has studi ed, debated,
and begun to fornul ate positions and recomendati ons on such i nportant
topics as education reform school finance, public school |1|earning
environments, health and fitness education, and standardized testing.
The | egislature continues to stress the inportance of civics education
and support the type of civic involvenent by students exenplified by
the | egislative youth advisory council.

Sec. 2. RCW 28A.300.801 and 2005 c¢ 355 s 1 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) The legislative youth advisory council is established to
exam ne issues of inportance to youth, including but not limted to
education, enploynent, strategies to increase youth participation in
state and nuni ci pal governnent, safe environnments for youth, substance
abuse, enot i onal and physi cal heal t h, foster care, poverty,
honel essness, and youth access to services on a statew de and nuni ci pal
basi s.

(2) The council consists of twenty-two nenbers as provided in this
subsection who, at the tinme of appointnent, are aged fourteen to
ei ghteen. The council shall select a chair fromanong its nenbers.

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(3) Except for initial nmenbers, nenbers shall serve two-year terns,
and if eligible, my be reappointed for subsequent two-year terns.
One-half of the initial nenbers shall be appointed to one-year terns,
and these appointnents shall be made in such a way as to preserve
overall representation on the commttee.

(4)(a) By July 2, 2007, and annually thereafter, students may apply
to be considered for participation in the program by conpleting an
online application form and submtting the application to the
| egi slative youth advisory council. The council may devel op sel ection
criteria and an application review process. The council shal
recommend candi dates whose nanes will be submtted to the office of the
i eutenant governor for final selection.

((A)) (8) The office of superintendent of public instruction
shal | provide adm nistration, coordination, and facilitation assistance
to the council. The senate and house of representatives may provide
policy and fiscal briefings and assistance with drafting proposed
| egislation. The senate and the house of representatives shall each
develop internal policies relating to staff assistance provided to the

council. Such policies may include applicable internal personnel and
practices guidelines, resource use and expense reinbursenent
gui delines, and applicable ethics nandates. Provi sion of funds,

resources, and staff, as well as the assignnent and direction of staff,
remains at all tinmes within the sole discretion of the chanber naking
t he provi sion.

((68))) (9) The office of the I|ieutenant governor, the office of
superintendent of public instruction, the legislature, any agency of
the legislature, and any official or enployee of such office or agency
are immune fromliability for any injury that is incurred by or caused

The immunity provided by this subsection does not apply to an injury
intentionally caused by the act or om ssion of an enployee or official
of the superintendent of public instruction or the |egislature or any
agency of the |egislature.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. A new section is added to chapter 28A. 300
RCWto read as foll ows:
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(1) The civic education travel grant programis created to provide
travel grants to students participating in statew de, regional
national, or international civic education conpetitions or events.

(2) The superintendent of public instruction shall allocate grants
under the program established in this section fromprivate donations or
W th anounts appropriated for this specific purpose. The grants shal
be awarded on a conpetitive basis.

(3) The superintendent of public instruction may contract wth
i ndependent review panelists and establish an advisory panel to
eval uate and make recomendations to the superintendent of public
i nstruction based on grant applications.

(4) The superintendent of public instruction shall select grant
recipients from student applicants that neet all of the follow ng
criteria:

(a) Students nust be residents of the state of Washi ngton;

(b) Students mnust wuse the grants to fund travel to civic
educati on- based conpetitions or events;

(c) Students nust be participants in the <civic education
conpetition or event; and

(d) Students must be under the age of twenty-one and not yet have
received their high school diplona.

(5) Students are encouraged to seek matching funds, in-kind
contributions, or other sources of support to supplenent their trave
expenses.

(6) Applicants nust include in the grant application the foll ow ng:

(a) A brief description of the civic education conpetition or
event ;

(b) A brief description of what the applicant expects to |earn from
the conpetition or event;

(c) The total travel costs and how nuch the applicant is requesting
fromthe program and

(d) The total amount of matching funds the applicant has already
secured or expects to secure.

(7) The superintendent of public instruction may adopt other
criteria as appropriate for the review of grant proposals. I n
review ng student applications for funding, scoring shall be based on
an evaluation of all application materials that may be requested of
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appl i cants. The superintendent of public instruction shall consider
the overall breadth and variety of the field of applicants to determ ne
the projects that would best fulfill the program s goal. Final grant
awards may be for the full amount of the grant request or for a portion
of the grant request.

(8) The office of the superintendent of public instruction may
accept gifts, grants, or endowrents from public or private sources for
the program and may spend any gifts, grants, or endowrents or incone
frompublic or private sources according to their terns.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. This act is necessary for the imrediate
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of the
state governnent and its existing public institutions, and takes effect
i mredi ately."
