The legislature finds that the | egislative
yout h advi sory council provides a unique opportunity for mddle and
hi gh  school students to be actively involved in governnent.
Counci | menbers not only | earn about, but exercise, the core values and
denocratic principles of our state and nation, along with the rights
and responsibilities of citizenship and denocratic civic involvenent.
As such, they are engaged in authentic practice of the essential
academ c learning requirenents in civics. In the short tine since its
creation, the |egislative youth advisory council has studi ed, debated,
and begun to fornul ate positions and recomendati ons on such inportant
topics as education reform school finance, public school |earning
environments, health and fitness education, and standardi zed testing.
The | egislature continues to stress the inportance of civics education
and support the type of civic involvenent by students exenplified by
the l|egislative youth advisory council. The legislature intends to
make inprovenents to the program and expand the opportunities for
students to participate by creating regional councils.

Sec. 2. RCW 28A.300.801 and 2005 c¢ 355 s 1 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) ((Fhre)) None regional legislative youth advisory councils
((+s)) are established to examne issues of inportance to youth,
including but not limted to education, enploynent, strategies to
i ncrease youth participation in state and municipal governnent, safe
environnments for youth, substance abuse, enotional and physical health,
foster care, poverty, honel essness, and youth access to services on a
statewi de and nunici pal basis. The boundaries of the nine regiona
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councils shall be the sane as the boundaries of the nine educationa
service districts.

)) Each regional counci
shall consist of at least five but no nore than twelve nenbers who, at
the tinme of appointnent, are students age fourteen to ei ghteen.

(3)(a) Except for initial nenbers, nenbers shall serve two-year
terms, and if eligible, may be reappointed for subsequent two-year
terms. One-half of the initial nenbers shall be appointed to one-year
terms, and these appointnments shall be nmade in such a way as to
preserve overall representation on the commttee.

(b) By July 2, 2007, and annually thereafter, students may apply to
be considered for participation in the programby conpleting an online
application form and submtting the application to the appropriate
educational service district contact person for review and final
sel ecti on. When the educational service district has nade the fina
sel ection of candidates for the program the nanes shall be submtted
to the office of the Ilieutenant governor. The office of the |ieutenant
governor shall notify all applicants of the final selections.

(c) The office of the lieutenant governor and the educational
service districts are encouraged to neke the application available
onl i ne.

(d) Students are encouraged to seek a letter of recommendation from
a local state legislator to submt with the application.

(b) Meeting three tines a year at the educational service district
within the region to discuss policy issues of inportance to youth.

Councils are
encouraged to invite local state legislators to participate in the
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neetings. Each regional council is encouraged to poll other students
in order to get a broad perspective on the various issues. The
regional councils are encouraged to use technology to conduct the
polling, including the council's web site, if the council has a web
