"NEWSECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature finds and declares that it
is the policy of the state of Washington to encourage the safe and
efficient use of the roads by all citizens, regardless of node of
transportation. |In furtherance of this policy, the legislature further
declares that traffic safety education and driver training should
include instruction on pedestrian awareness and the inportance of
sharing the roads with bicycles, notorcycles, buses, and other forns of
transit.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. This act my be known and cited as the
Mat t hew " Tat suo" Nakata act.

Sec. 3. RCW46.20.055 and 2006 ¢ 219 s 14 are each anmended to read
as follows:

(1) Driver's instruction permt. The departnment nmay issue a
driver's instruction permt wth or wthout a photograph to an
applicant who has successfully passed all parts of the exam nation
other than the driving test, provided the information required by RCW
46. 20.091, paid a fee of twenty dollars, and neets the follow ng
requi renents:

(a) Is at least fifteen and one-half years of age; or

(b) I's at least fifteen years of age and:

(i) Has submtted a proper application; and

(ii) Is enrolled in a traffic safety education ((

departrent—of—t-ecenstng—under—chapter—46-82RCW ) and driver training
course as defined in RCW46.82. 280, that includes practice driving.
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(2) VWaiver of witten examnation for instruction permt. The
departnment may waive the witten examnation, if, at the time of
application, an applicant is enrolled in((=

&r)) a traffic safety education and driver training course as
defined ((by—ROW28A220-020(2) o+

an L . ¢ L L L o
sehool—as—definedbyROW46-82-280(4))) in RCW46.82. 280.

The departnent may require proof of registration in such a course
as it deenms necessary.

(3) Effect of instruction permt. A person holding a driver's
instruction permt may drive a notor vehicle, other than a notorcycle,
upon the public highways if:

(a) The person has i mredi ate possession of the permt; and

(b) An approved instructor, or a licensed driver with at |east five
years of driving experience, occupies the seat beside the driver.

(4) Termof instruction permt. A driver's instruction permt is
valid for one year fromthe date of issue.

(a) The departnment nmay issue one additional one-year permt.

(b) The departnent may issue a third driver's permt if it finds
after an investigation that the permttee is diligently seeking to
i nprove driving proficiency.

(c) A person applying to renew an instruction permt nust submt
the application to the departnment in person.

Sec. 4. RCW46.20.075 and 2000 ¢ 115 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) An internediate |icense authorizes the holder to drive a notor
vehi cl e under the conditions specified in this section. An applicant
for an internediate |icense nust be at |east sixteen years of age and:

(a) Have possessed a valid instruction permt for a period of not
| ess than six nonths;

(b) Have passed a driver |icensing exam nation adm nistered by the
depart nent;

(c) Have passed a course of ((drver—s—education)) traffic safety
education and driver training in accordance wth the standards
established in RCW46. 20. 100;

(d) Present certification by his or her parent, guardian, or
enpl oyer to the departnent stating (i) that the applicant has had at
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| east fifty hours of driving experience, ten of which were at night,
during which the driver was supervised by a person at |east twenty-one
years of age who has had a valid driver's license for at |east three
years, and (ii) that the applicant has not been issued a notice of
traffic infraction or cited for a traffic violation that is pending at
the tinme of the application for the internedi ate |icense;

(e) Not have been convicted of or found to have commtted a traffic
violation within the last six nonths before the application for the
internedi ate |icense; and

(f) Not have been adjudicated for an offense involving the use of
al cohol or drugs during the period the applicant held an instruction
permt.

(2) For the first six nonths after the issuance of an internediate
license or until the holder reaches eighteen years of age, whichever
occurs first, the holder of the |icense may not operate a notor vehicle
that is carrying any passengers under the age of twenty who are not
menbers of the holder's imediate famly as defined in RCW42.17. 020.
For the remaining period of the internediate |icense, the holder my
not operate a notor vehicle that is carrying nore than three passengers
who are under the age of twenty who are not nenbers of the holder's
i mredi ate famly.

(3) The holder of an internediate |icense nmay not operate a notor
vehi cl e between the hours of 1 a.m and 5 a.m except when the hol der
is acconpanied by a parent, guardian, or a licensed driver who is at
| east twenty-five years of age.

(4) It is a traffic infraction for the holder of an internediate
license to operate a notor vehicle in violation of the restrictions
i nposed under this section.

(5) Enforcenent of this section by |aw enforcenent officers may be
acconplished only as a secondary action when a driver of a notor
vehi cl e has been detained for a suspected violation of this title or an
equi val ent | ocal ordi nance or sone other offense.

(6) An internediate licensee may drive at any hour wthout
restrictions on the nunber of passengers in the vehicle if necessary
for agricultural purposes.

(7) An internediate licensee may drive at any hour wthout
restrictions on the nunber of passengers in the vehicle if, for the
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twel ve-nonth period follow ng the issuance of the internediate |icense,
he or she:

(a) Has not been involved in an autonobile accident; and

(b) Has not been convicted or found to have commtted a traffic
of fense described in chapter 46.61 RCWor violated restrictions placed
on an internmediate |icensee under this section.

Sec. 5. RCW 46. 20. 100 and 2002 ¢ 195 s 1 are each anended to read
as foll ows:

(1) Application. The application of a person under the age of
ei ghteen years for a driver's license or a notorcycle endorsenent nust
be signed by a parent or guardian with custody of the mnor. If the

person under the age of eighteen has no father, nother, or guardian
then the application nust be signed by the mnor's enployer.

(2) Traffic safety education requirement. For a person under the
age of eighteen years to obtain a driver's |license he or she nust neet
the traffic safety education and driver training requirenments of this
subsecti on.

(a) To ((+eet—thetraftfiesatety educationrequirenent—+for)) obtain
a driver's license the applicant nust satisfactorily conplete a traffic
safety education and driver training course as defined in ((RSW

Hastruetion—Fhe—course—oHered—by—a—driver—t+raining—sehool)) RCOW
46. 82. 280. The course nmust neet the standards established by the

departnment of licensing wth the advice of the ((é&+Hver—+nstruetors—))
traffic safety education and driver training advisory commttee((+
purstvant—to—RCOW-46-82-300)) created in section 8 of this act. The
traffic safety education and driver training course may be provided by:

(1) A recogni zed secondary school; or

(iit) Adriver training school |icensed under chapter 46.82 RCWt hat
is annual ly approved by the departnent of |icensing.

(b) To neet the traffic safety education requirenent for a
nmotorcycl e endorsenent, the applicant nust successfully conplete a
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notorcycl e safety education course that neets the standards established
by the departnent of |icensing.

(c) The departnent nmay waive the traffic safety education and
driver training requirenent for a driver's license if the applicant
denonstrates to the departnent's satisfaction that:

(1) He or she was unable to take or conplete a traffic safety
education and driver training course;

(1i) A need exists for the applicant to operate a notor vehicle;

and

(ti1) He or she has the ability to operate a notor vehicle in such
a manner as not to jeopardi ze the safety of persons or property.

The departnent may adopt rules to inplenment this subsection (2)(c) in
concert with the supervisor of the traffic safety education section of
the office of the superintendent of public instruction.

(d) The departnent nay waive the traffic safety education and
driver training requirenent if the applicant was licensed to drive a
nmotor vehicle or notorcycle outside this state and provi des proof that
he or she has had education equivalent to that required under this
subsecti on.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 6. A new section is added to chapter 46.82 RCW
to read as foll ows:

Traffic safety education and driver training courses adm nistered
under this chapter nmust provide consistent instruction throughout the
state regarding: Motor vehicle laws and graduated |icensing
requi rements and restrictions; an acceptance of personal responsibility
on the public highways; an understandi ng of the causes and consequences
of traffic accidents; information about safely sharing the roads with
bi cycl es and ot her vehicles; a vigilance toward and know edge of | aws
pertaining to pedestrians; and supervised training and practice in the
skills necessary for the safe operation of notor vehicles. A traffic
safety education and driver training course nust consist of integrated
cl assroom instruction and behind-the-wheel instruction, and nmay be
provided by instructors |licensed under section 8 of this act.

Sec. 7. RCW 46. 82. 280 and 2006 ¢ 219 s 2 are each anended to read
as foll ows:
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The definitions in this section apply throughout this chapter
unl ess the context clearly requires otherw se.

(1) "Behind-the-wheel instruction"” neans instruction in an approved
driver training school instruction vehicle according to and inclusive
of the mnimum required curriculum Behi nd-t he-wheel instruction is
characterized by driving experience.

(2) "d assroonf neans a space dedicated to and used excl usively by
a driver training instructor for the instruction of students. Wth
prior departnent approval, a branch office classroom may be | ocated
within alternative facilities, such as a public or private library,
school, community college, college or wuniversity, or a business
training facility.

(3) "dassroominstruction” nmeans that portion of a traffic safety
education and driver training course that 1is <characterized by
cl assroom based student instruction conducted by or under the direct
supervision of a licensed instructor or |licensed instructors.

(4) "Driver training school" neans a commercial driver training
school engaged in the business of giving instruction, for a fee, in the
operation of autonobiles.

(5) "Traffic safety education and driver training ((education))
course" neans a course of instruction in traffic safety education
approved and |licensed by the departnent of |icensing that consists of
i ntegrated classroom and behi nd-the-wheel instruction as docunented by
t he m ni num approved curricul um

(6) "Director"” neans the director of the departnment of |icensing of
the state of Washi ngton.

(7) "Advisory commttee" nmeans the driving instructors' advisory
commttee as created in this chapter.

(8) "Fraudul ent practices" neans any conduct or representation on
the part of a driver training school owner or instructor including:

(a) Inducing anyone to believe, or to give the inpression, that a
license to operate a notor vehicle or any other |license granted by the
director may be obtained by any neans other than those prescribed by
| aw, or furnishing or obtaining the sanme by illegal or inproper neans,
or requesting, accepting, or collecting noney for such purposes;

(b) ((Sperat+on—eof)) Operating a driver training school wthout a
license, providing instruction wthout an instructor's |icense,
verifying enrollnment prior to being licensed, msleading or false
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statenents on applications for a comercial driver training school
license or instructor's license or on any required records or
supporting docunentati on;

(c) Failing to fully docunment and maintain all required driver
training school records of instruction, school operation, and
i nstructor training;

(d) Issuing a driver training course certificate without requiring
conpl etion of the necessary behi nd-the-wheel and classroominstruction.

(9) "Instructor" neans any person enployed by or otherw se
associated wwth a driver training school to instruct persons in the
operation of an autonobile.

(10) "Omer" neans an individual, partnership, corporation,
associ ation, or other person or group that holds a substantial interest
in a driver training school

(11) "Place of business" neans a designated | ocation at which the
busi ness of a driver training school is transacted and its records are
kept .

(12) "Person" nmeans any individual, firm corporation, partnershinp,
or associ ation.

(13) "Substantial interest holder" neans a person who has actual or
potential influence over the managenent or operation of any driver
training school. Evidence of substantial interest includes, but is not
l[imted to, one or nore of the foll ow ng:

(a) Directly or indirectly owning, operating, managing, or
controlling a driver training school or any part of a driver training
school

(b) Drectly or indirectly profiting fromor assumng liability for
debts of a driver training school;

(c) Is an officer or director of a driver training school;

(d) Oming ten percent or nore of any class of stock in a privately
or closely held corporate driver training school, or five percent or
nmore of any class of stock in a publicly traded corporate driver
trai ni ng school ;

(e) Furnishing ten percent or nore of the capital, whether in cash,
goods, or services, for the operation of a driver training school
during any cal endar year; or

(f) Directly or indirectly receiving a salary, conmm ssion,
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royalties, or other formof conpensation fromthe activity in which a
driver training school is or seeks to be engaged.

(14) "Student" neans any person enrolled in a driver training
course that pays a fee for instruction.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 8. A new section is added to chapter 46.82 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) In order that students across Washington state have
hi gh-quality instruction in traffic safety and driver training, whether
courses are offered through commercial driver training schools or
public schools, the director shall consult with the superintendent of
public instruction to establish a high quality and consistent
curriculumin all traffic safety education and driver training courses.

(2) A traffic safety education and driver training advisory
commttee is created to assist the director in his or her duties and
responsibilities under this chapter. Menbers of the advisory commttee
are appointed by the director for two-year terns and, at a m ninmum
i ncl ude:

(a) The director, or his or her designee, who shall act as chair;

(b) The superintendent of public instruction or his or her
desi gnee;

(c) Arepresentative fromthe traffic safety comm ssion;

(d) Arepresentative fromthe Washi ngton state patrol;

(e) A representative from a group representing the concerns of
bi cyclists;

(f) A person representing the perspective of pedestri ans;

(g) Arepresentative of the Washington state transit associ ati on;

(h) Arepresentative fromthe teen driver task force;

(1) Arepresentative of the driver training schools; and

(j) Oher nenbers as reconmmended by the director.

(3) The traffic safety education and driver training advisory
commttee shall neet at |east four tines per year and have additi onal
nmeetings as required by the director.

(4) The traffic safety education and driver training advisory
commttee shall

(a) Advise and confer with the director on matters pertaining to
t he establishnment of rules necessary to carry out this chapter;
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(b) Review and nmake recomendations pertaining to the traffic
safety education and driver training curriculum and

(c) Submt a report to the legislature, beginning by January 1,
2010, and every two years thereafter, on the condition of traffic
safety education and driver training in Washi ngton state.

(5) Menbers of the traffic safety education and driver training
advi sory conmttee shall be reinbursed for expenses in accordance wth
RCW 43. 03. 050. A nenber who is receiving a salary fromthe state shal
not receive conpensation other than travel expenses incurred in such
servi ce.

Sec. 9. RCW46.82.320 and 2006 ¢ 219 s 5 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) No person ((aHH+H-ated—wth—a—dr-iver—t+ratning—sehool)) shal
give instruction in the operation of an autonobile for a fee without a
license issued by the director for that purpose. An application for an
original or renewal instructor's license shall be filed with the
di rector, containing such information as prescribed by this chapter and
by the director, acconpanied by an application fee set by rule of the
departnent, which shall in no event be refunded. An application for a
renewal instructor's license nust be acconpanied by proof of the
applicant's continuing professional devel opnent that neets the
standards adopted by the director. If the applicant satisfactorily
nmeets the application requirenents and the exam nation requirenents as
prescribed in RCW46.82.330, the applicant shall be granted a license
valid for a period of one year fromthe date of issuance. Applicants
gualified under chapter 28A 220 RCW are eligible for a license and
subject to renewal under reasonable rules adopted by the director. An
instructor shall take a requalification exam nation every five years.

(2) The director shall 1issue a license certificate to each
qual i fied applicant.

(a) An enploying driver training school nust conspicuously display
an instructor's license at its established place of business and
di splay copies of the instructor's |license at any branch office where
the instructor provides instruction.

(b) Unless revoked, canceled, or denied by the director, the
license shall remain the property of the licensee in the event of
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termnation of enploynment or enploynent by another driver training
school

(c) If the director has not received a renewal application on or
before the date a license expires, the license wll be voided requiring
a new application as provided for in this chapter, including
exam nation and paynent of all fees.

(d) If revoked, canceled, or denied by the director, the license
must be surrendered to the departnent within ten days follow ng the
effective date of such action.

(3) Each |icensee shall be provided wth a wallet-size
identification card by the director at the tine the license is issued
whi ch shall be carried on the instructor's person at all tines while
engaged in instructing.

(4) ((Fhe)) Persons enployed by driver training schools and to whom
an instructor's license has been issued shall notify the director in
witing within ten days of any change of enploynent or term nation of
enpl oynent, providing the nane and address of the new driver training
school by whomthe instructor will be enployed."
