"Sec. 1. RCW35.57.010 and 2002 ¢ 363 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1)(a) The legislative authority of any town or city located in a
county with a popul ation of less than one mllion may create a public
facilities district.

(b) The legislative authorities of any contiguous group of towns or
cities located in a county or counties each with a popul ation of |ess
than one mllion may enter an agreenent under chapter 39.34 RCWfor the
creation and joint operation of a public facilities district.

(c) The Ilegislative authority of any town or city, or any
contiguous group of towns or cities, located in a county wth a
popul ation of |less than one mllion and the |l egislative authority of a
contiguous county, or the legislative authority of the county or
counties in which the towns or cities are |located, may enter into an
agreenent under chapter 39.34 RCWfor the creation and joint operation
of a public facilities district.

(d) The leqgislative authority of a city located in a county with a
popul ation greater than one mllion nay create a public facilities
district, when the city has a total population of Iess than one hundred
fifteen thousand but greater than eighty thousand and conmences
construction of a regional center prior to July 1, 2008.

(2)(a) A public facilities district shall be coextensive with the
boundaries of the city or town or contiguous group of cities or towns
that created the district.

(b) A public facilities district created by an agreenent between a
town or city, or a contiguous group of towns or cities, and a
contiguous county or the county in which they are |ocated, shall be
coextensive with the boundaries of the towns or cities, and the
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boundaries of the county or counties as to the unincorporated areas of
the county or counties. The boundaries shall not include incorporated
towns or cities that are not parties to the agreenent for the creation
and joint operation of the district.

(3)(a) A public facilities district created by a single city or
town shall be governed by a board of directors consisting of five
menbers selected as follows: (1) Two nenbers appointed by the
| egislative authority of the city or town; and (ii) three nenbers
appoi nted by legislative authority based on recommendati ons from | ocal
organi zati ons. The nenbers appoi nted under (a)(i) of this subsection,
shall not be nenbers of the legislative authority of the city or town.
The nmenbers appoi nted under (a)(ii) of this subsection, shall be based
on recommendations received fromlocal organizations that may include,
but are not limted to the |ocal chanber of conmmerce, |ocal economc
devel opnent council, and | ocal |abor council. The nenbers shall serve
four-year terms. O the initial nenbers, one nust be appointed for a
one-year term one nust be appointed for a two-year term one nust be
appointed for a three-year term and the remai nder nust be appointed
for four-year terns.

(b) A public facilities district created by a conti guous group of
cities and towns shall be governed by a board of directors consisting
of seven nenbers selected as follows: (i) Three nenbers appoi nted by
the legislative authorities of the cities and towns; and (ii) four
menbers appointed by the legislative authority based on recommendati ons
fromlocal organizations. The nenbers appointed under (b)(i) of this
subsection shall not be nenbers of the |egislative authorities of the
cities and towns. The nenbers appointed under (b)(ii) of this
subsection, shall be based on recomendations received from | ocal
organi zations that include, but are not limted to the |ocal chanber of
commerce, |ocal econom c devel opnent council, |ocal |abor council, and
a nei ghborhood organi zation that is directly affected by the | ocation
of the regional center in their area. The nmenbers of the board of
directors shall be appointed in accordance with the terns of the
agreenent under chapter 39.34 RCW for the joint operation of the
district and shall serve four-year terms. O the initial nenbers, one
must be appointed for a one-year term one nust be appointed for a two-
year term one nust be appointed for a three-year term and the
remai nder nust be appointed for four-year terns.

(c) A public facilities district created by a town or city, or a
contiguous group of towns or cities, and a contiguous county or the
county or counties in which they are |ocated, shall be governed by a
board of directors consisting of seven nenbers selected as foll ows:
(i) Three nenbers appointed by the legislative authorities of the
cities, towns, and county; and (ii) four nenbers appointed by the
| egi sl ative authority based on recommendat i ons from |ocal
organi zations. The nenbers appoi nted under (c)(i) of this subsection
shall not be nenbers of the legislative authorities of the cities,
towns, or county. The nenbers appointed under (c)(ii) of this
subsection shall be based on reconmmendations received from | ocal
organi zations that include, but are not limted to, the | ocal chanber
of commerce, the |ocal econom c devel opnent council, the |ocal |abor
council, and a nei ghborhood organi zation that is directly affected by
the location of the regional center in their area. The nmenbers of the
board of directors shall be appointed in accordance with the terns of
t he agreenent under chapter 39.34 RCW for the joint operation of the
district and shall serve four-year terms. O the initial nenbers, one
must be appointed for a one-year term one nust be appointed for a
two-year term one nust be appointed for a three-year term and the
remai nder nust be appointed for four-year terns.

(4) A public facilities district is a nunicipal corporation, an
i ndependent taxing "authority" wthin the nmeaning of Article VI,
section 1 of the state Constitution, and a "taxing district”" within the
meani ng of Article VII, section 2 of the state Constitution.

(5 A public facilities district shall constitute a body corporate
and shall possess all the usual powers of a corporation for public
purposes as well as all other powers that may now or hereafter be
specifically conferred by statute, including, but not limted to, the
authority to hire enployees, staff, and services, to enter into
contracts, and to sue and be sued.

(6) A public facilities district may acquire and transfer real and
personal property by | ease, sublease, purchase, or sale. No direct or
collateral attack on any public facilities district purported to be
aut hori zed or created in conformance with this chapter nmay be commenced
nmore than thirty days after creation by the city and/or county
| egi sl ative authority.
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Sec. 2. RCW82.14.390 and 2006 ¢ 298 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) Except as provided in subsection (6) of this section, the
governing body of a public facilities district (a) created before July
31, 2002, under chapter 35.57 or 36.100 RCWthat commences construction
of a new regional center, or inprovenent or rehabilitation of an
exi sting new regional center, before January 1, 2004((+—e+));. (b)
created before July 1, 2006, under chapter 35.57 RCWin a county or
counties in which there are no other public facilities districts on
June 7, 2006, and in which the total population in the public
facilities district is greater than ninety thousand that commences
construction of a new regional center before February 1, 2007, (c)
created under the authority of RCW 35.57.010(1)(d); or (d) created
before Septenber 1, 2007, under chapter 35.57 or 36.100 RCW in a
county or counties in which there are no other public facilities
districts on the effective date of this act, and in which the tota
population in the public facilities district is greater than seventy
t housand, that commences construction of a new regional center before
January 1, 2009, nay inpose a sales and use tax in accordance with the
terms of this chapter. The tax is in addition to other taxes
authorized by law and shall be collected from those persons who are
taxable by the state under chapters 82.08 and 82.12 RCW upon the
occurrence of any taxable event within the public facilities district.
The rate of tax shall not exceed 0.033 percent of the selling price in
the case of a sales tax or value of the article used in the case of a
use t ax.

(2) The tax inposed under subsection (1) of this section shall be
deducted fromthe anmount of tax otherwi se required to be collected or
paid over to the departnent of revenue under chapter 82.08 or 82.12
RCW  The departnment of revenue shall perform the collection of such
taxes on behalf of the county at no cost to the public facilities
district.

(3) No tax nmay be collected under this section before August 1,
2000. The tax inposed in this section shall expire when the bonds
i ssued for the construction of the regional center and rel ated parking
facilities are retired, but not nore than twenty-five years after the
tax is first collected.

(4) Moneys collected under this section shall only be used for the
pur poses set forth in RCW35.57.020 and nust be matched wi th an anount
fromother public or private sources equal to thirty-three percent of
the amount collected under this section, provided that anounts
generated from nonvoter approved taxes authorized under chapter 35.57
RCW or nonvoter approved taxes authorized under chapter 36.100 RCW
shall not constitute a public or private source. For the purpose of
this section, public or private sources includes, but is not limted to
cash or in-kind contributions used in all phases of the devel opnent or
i nprovenent of the regional center, land that is donated and used for
the siting of the regional center, cash or in-kind contributions from
public or private foundations, or anmounts attributed to private sector
partners as part of a public and private partnership agreenent
negoti ated by the public facilities district.

(5) The conbined total tax |evied under this section shall not be
greater than 0.033 percent. If both a public facilities district
created under chapter 35.57 RCW and a public facilities district
created under chapter 36.100 RCWinpose a tax under this section, the
tax inposed by a public facilities district created under chapter 35.57
RCW shal |l be credited against the tax inposed by a public facilities
district created under chapter 36. 100 RCW

(6) A public facilities district created under chapter 36.100 RCW
is not eligible to inpose the tax under this section if the |legislative
authority of the county where the public facilities district is |ocated
has i nposed a sal es and use tax under RCW 82. 14. 0485 or 82.14.0494.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. A new section is added to chapter 82.14 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) In a county with a popul ati on under three hundred thousand, the
governing body of a public facilities district, which is created before
August 1, 2001, under chapter 35.57 RCW or before January 1, 2000
under chapter 36.100 RCW in which the total population in the public
facilities district is greater than ninety thousand and | ess than one
hundred thousand that comrences inprovenent or rehabilitation of an
existing regional center, to be used for comunity events, and
artistic, nmusi cal , t heatrical, or other cultural exhi bitions,
presentations, or performances and having two thousand or fewer
per manent seats, before January 1, 2009, nmay inpose a sales and use tax
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in accordance with the terns of this chapter. The tax is in addition
to other taxes authorized by law and shall be collected from those
persons who are taxable by the state under chapters 82.08 and 82.12 RCW
upon the occurrence of any taxable event within the public facilities
district. The rate of tax may not exceed 0.033 percent of the selling
price in the case of a sales tax or value of the article used in the
case of a use tax.

(2) The tax inposed under subsection (1) of this section shall be
deducted fromthe anmount of tax otherwi se required to be collected or
paid over to the departnent under chapter 82.08 or 82.12 RCW The
departnent shall performthe collection of such taxes on behalf of the
county at no cost to the public facilities district.

(3) The tax inposed in this section shall expire when the bonds
i ssued for the construction of the regional center and rel ated parking
facilities are retired, but not nore than twenty-five years after the
tax is first collected.

(4) Moneys col |l ected under this section shall only be used for the
pur poses set forth in RCW35.57.020 and nust be matched wi th an anount
fromother public or private sources equal to thirty-three percent of
the anount collected under this section, provided that anounts
generated from nonvoter-approved taxes authorized under chapter 35.57
RCW may not constitute a public or private source. For the purpose of
this section, public or private sources include, but are not limted to
cash or in-kind contributions used in all phases of the devel opnent or
i nprovenent of the regional center, land that is donated and used for
the siting of the regional center, cash or in-kind contributions from
public or private foundations, or anmounts attributed to private sector
partners as part of a public and private partnership agreenent
negoti ated by the public facilities district."
