"NEWSECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature finds that the education of
children who are deaf presents uni que chall enges because deafness is a
| owincidence disability significantly inpacting the child' s ability to
access conmuni cation at hone, at school, and in the community. The
| egi slature further finds that over the past fifty years, there have
been nunerous advances in technology as well as a growi ng awareness
about the inportance of delivering services to children in a variety of
comruni cation nodalities to support their early and continued access to
communi cation. The legislature intends to enhance the coordi nation of
regionally delivered educational services and supports for children who
are deaf or hearing inpaired and to pronote the developnent of
communi cation-rich | earning environnents for these children.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 72.42 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) There is established at Vancouver, dark county, the Washi ngton
state center for childhood deafness and hearing |oss which shall be

housed at and shall include the school and related facilities fornerly
known as the state school for the deaf. The center shall be under the
direction of the director and the board of trust ees. The

superi ntendent and board of trustees of the state school for the deaf
as of the effective date of this section shall be the director and
board of trustees of the center.

(2) The center's primary functions shall be:

(a) Managi ng and supervising the state school for the deaf;

(b) Providing statew de | eadershi p and support for the coordination
of regionally delivered educational services in the full range of
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communi cation nodalities, for children who are deaf or hearing
i npai red; and

(c) Collaborating with appropriate public and private partners to
devel op an applied research center for the training and professiona
devel opnent of educators serving children who are deaf or hearing
i npai r ed.

(9) As requested by educational service districts, shall recruit,
enpl oy, and deploy itinerant teachers to provide in-district services
to children who are deaf or hearing inpaired;
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(10) May establish criteria, in addition to state certification
for the teachers at the school and enpl oyees of the center;

(11) May establish, with the approval of the board of trustees, new
facilities as needs demand;

(12) May adopt rules, under chapter 34.05 RCW as approved by the
board of trustees and as deened necessary for the governance,
managenent, and operation of the center;

(13) May adopt rules, as approved by the board of trustees, for
pedestrian and vehicular traffic on property owned, operated, and
mai nt ai ned by the center;

(14) Except as otherw se provided by law, may enter into contracts
as the director deens essential to the purpose of the center;

(15) May receive gifts, grants, conveyances, devises, and bequests
of real or personal property from whatever source, as may be nade from
time totime, in trust or otherw se, whenever the terns and conditions

will aid in carrying out the programs of the center; sell, |ease, or
exchange, invest, or expend the sanme or the proceeds, rents, profits,
and inconme thereof except as limted by the terns and conditions

t hereof; and adopt rules to govern the receipt and expenditure of the
proceeds, rents, profits, and incone thereof;

(16) May adopt rules, as approved by the board of trustees,
providing for the transferability of enployees between the center and
the school for the blind consistent wth «collective bargaining
agreenents in effect; and

(17) May adopt rules under chapter 34.05 RCW as approved by the
board of trustees, and performall other acts not forbidden by |aw as
the director deens necessary or appropriate to the adm nistration of
the center.

(5) The transfer of the powers, duties, functions, and personnel of
the state school for the deaf shall not affect the validity of any act
performed before the effective date of this section.
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(6) If apportionnments of budgeted funds are required because of the
transfers directed by this section, the director of financia
managenent shall certify the apportionnments to the agencies affected,
the state auditor, and the state treasurer. Each of these shall nake
the appropriate transfer and adjustnents in funds and appropriation
accounts and equi pnent records in accordance with the certification.

(1) There is established an advisory council in the departnent of
soci al and health services for the purpose of advancing the devel opnent
of a conprehensive and effective statewi de systemto provide pronpt and
effective early interventions for children in the state who are deaf or
hard of hearing and their famlies.

(2) Menbers of the advisory council shall have training,
experience, or interest in hearing loss in children. Menbership shal
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include, but not be Ilimted to, the followng: Pedi atri ci ans;
audi ol ogi sts; teachers of the deaf and hard of hearing; parents of
children who are deaf or hard of hearing; a representative from the
Washi ngton state ((seheol—+tor—thedeat)) center for chil dhood deaf ness
and hearing loss; and representatives of the infant toddler early
intervention programin the departnent of social and health services,
the departnment of health, and the office of the superintendent of
public instruction.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 39. (1) The director of the Washington state
center for childhood deafness and hearing loss shall convene an
advi sory panel for the purpose of inplenenting in two educational
service districts a structured program for delivering education
services to children who are deaf and hearing inpaired. The advisory
panel shall consist of the follow ng persons:

(a) A representative from the Wshington sensory disabilities
services program to be selected by the superintendent of public
i nstruction;

(b) A representative fromthe office of deaf and hard of hearing
services to be selected by the secretary of the departnent of social
and heal th services;

(c) One person representing educational service district
superintendents and one representing school district superintendents,
both of whom shall be sel ected by the Washi ngton associ ati on of school
adm ni strators;

(d) Four representatives selected by the governor, one from the
departnment of health, one from the departnent of early |earning, and
two from nongovernnental entities providing educational services to
children who are deaf or hearing inpaired, including at |east one
provider of auditory oral educational services and at |east one
provi der of total educational services;

(e) Two parents of school-age children who are deaf or hearing
i npai red, one of whom shall be selected by an organi zati on representing
the educational interests of all children who are deaf or hearing
inpaired without regard to any specific comunication nodality, and one
of whom shall be sel ected by the governor; and

(f) In addition to the director, one representative from the
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Washi ngton state center for chil dhood deaf ness and hearing |oss to be
sel ected by the board of trustees of the center.

(2) Selection of advisory panel nmenbers shall be conpleted not
|ater than May 1, 2008. The panel shall collectively establish a
nmeeti ng schedule to support conpletion of its work.

(3) The panel shall develop a structure and plan for inplenenting
regi onal education prograns at two denonstration sites that:

(a) Are established within an educational service district and
managed through shared governance by the school districts within the
educational service districts;

(b) Coll aborate and partner with, enhance, and avoid duplication of
exi sting and avail abl e services and prograns, both public and private;

(c) Provide services at one or nore central locations in the
educational service districts;

(d) Provide services to students in their resident districts,
including students with hearing inpairnments who may not qualify for
speci al education services;

(e) Include educational and transportation services for children,
consultation for teachers and staff, and outreach to famlies; and

(f) Support communi cation-rich | earni ng envi ronnment s and
instruction of students in the full spectrum of comrunication
nmodalities by qualified professionals, including Anmerican sign

| anguage, auditory oral education, total conmunication, and signed
exact Engli sh.

(4) The panel shall jointly select and consult with two educati onal
service districts as the denonstration sites, one of which shall be in
eastern Washington. Not later than Novenber 1, 2008, the panel shal
brief the legislature on its work and identify the resources and policy
changes essential for the inplenentation and operation of the
denonstration sites.
