MATHEMATI CS STANDARDS AND CURRI CULUM (1) The activities in this
section are to evaluate the state |earning standards, known as the
essential academi c | earning requirenents, that inplenent the goals of
RCW28A. 150. 210, and i nprove al i gnnent of school district curriculumto
t he standards.

(2)(a) By Septenber 2007, the state board of education shal
recormend to the office of the superintendent of public instruction
revised essential academc learning requirenments and grade |evel
expectations in mathematics. These reconmendati ons shall be based on:

(i) Considerations of clarity, rigor, content, depth, coherence
from grade-to-grade, specificity, accessibility, and neasurability;

(i1) Astudy of: (A Standards used by countries that score well
ontrends ininternational mathematics and sci ence study (Tl MSS) and/ or
the program for international student assessnent (PISA); (B) college
readi ness standards; (C) the national council of teachers of
mat hemati cs focal points and national assessnent of educational
progress content franmeworks; and (D) standards used by three to five
ot her states; and

(i11) Consideration of information presented during public comment
peri ods.

(b) The state board of education shall be aided in its work by an
expert national consultant who is retained by the state board of
educati on and a nmat henati cs advi sory panel as described in section 2 of
this act.

(3) By January 2008, the superintendent of public instruction shall
revise the essential academ c |earning requirenents and grade |eve
expectations for mathematics in accordance with the recomrendati ons
devel oped under subsection (2) of this section and present themto the
state board of education and the education commttees of the house of
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representatives and senate as required by RCW 28A. 655.070(4). The
superi ntendent of public instruction shall adopt the revi sed essenti al
academc learning requirenents unless otherwi se advised by the

(4)(a) By May 2008, the superintendent of public instruction shall
present to the state board of education recomendations for no nore
t han t hree basi c mat hemati cs curricul a each for el enentary, m ddl e, and
hi gh school grade spans. The recomended curricula shall align with
the revised essential academ c learning requirenments and grade | eve
expect ati ons.

(b) In selecting the recomended curricula, the office of the
superi ntendent of public instruction shall provide information to the
mat hemat i cs panel and seek its advice regarding curricula for inclusion
in the recommendati ons.

(c) The state-identified curricula shall align as closely as
possible with the revi sed essenti al academ c | earni ng requirenents and
grade | evel expectations. 1In addition to the identification of the
basic curricula, appropriate diagnostic and supplenental naterials
shall be identified, as necessary, to support each basic curricul a.
Subject to appropriation and availability, at |east one of the
curricula in each grade span nust be available to schools and parents
online at no cost to the school or parent.

MATHEMATI CS ADVI SORY PANEL. (1) The Legislature shall appoint a
mat hemati cs advisory panel, with a mninumof thirteen nenbers, as
specified in this section to: (a) Advise the state board of education
regardi ng essential academ c |earning requirenents, |earning standards,
state-identified curricula in mthematics, and (b) nonitor
| npl enentation of these activities. In conducting its work, the panel
shall provide objective reviews of expert consultant material and
provi de a public and transparent forumfor consi deration of mat hemati cs
| ear ni ng standards and curri cul a.
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(2) Each of the two maj or caucuses of the senate and of the house
of representatives shall submt, as appropriate, to the speaker of the
house and the president of the senate the nanes of persons to serve on
the panel. Each |ist of nanes shall include at |east two different
persons representing each of the groups identified in subsection 3 of
this section.

(3) The speaker of the house and the president of the senate shal
each appoint fromeach of the lists submtted by the caucuses a pane
t hat includes:

(a) at |east one person fromeach caucus list representing
I ndi vidual s fromacadem a in mathematics or science-related fields;

(b) at | east one person fromeach caucus |i st representi ng busi ness
and industry in mathematics or science-related fields;

(c) at least one person fromeach caucus |ist representing
mat hemati cs or science educators;

(d) at | east one parent fromeach caucus list; and

(e) at nost two persons as could contribute to the work due to
their specialized experiences.

(4) Each nmenber of the panel shall be conpensated in accordance
with RCW 43. 03. 240 and rei nbursed for travel expenses in accordance

wi th RCW43. 03. 050 and 43. 03. 060. School districts shall be rei nbursed

for the cost of substitutes for the nmathematics educators on the panel
as required under RCW 28A.300.035. Menbers of the panel who are
enpl oyed by a public institution of higher education shall be provided
sufficient tinme away from their regular duties, wthout |oss of
benefits or privileges, to fulfill the responsibilities of being a
panel nenber.

(5) Panel nenbers shall not have conflicts of interest with regard
to association with any publisher, distributor, or provider of
curriculum assessnent, or test materials and servi ces purchased by or
contracted through the office of the superintendent of public
I nstruction, educational service districts, or school districts.

(6) This section expires July 1, 2010.
