Background:

Employees may donate accrued leave to afellow state employee who is suffering from or has a
relative or household member suffering from an extraordinary or severe illness or impairment
which may cause the employee to take leave without pay or terminate employment.

Summary of Bill:
Victims of domestic violence may participate in the state |eave sharing program.

For purposes of this section, "domestic violence" means:

*  physical harm, bodily injury, assault, or the infliction of fear of imminent physical harm,
bodily injury, or assault between family or household members as defined by statute;

»  sexual assault of one family or household member by another family or household member;
or

»  stalking of one family or household member by another family or household member.

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"Victim" means a person against whom domestic violence, sexual assault, or stalking has been
committed as defined above.
