Brief Description: Regarding bond amounts for certain department of transportation highway
construction contracts.

Brief Summary of Engrossed Bill

*  Authorizes the Washington State Department of Transportation to establish surety bond
requirements for highway construction projects costing $80 million or more at an amount
to protect 100 percent of the state's exposure to loss.

Background:

Whenever a public body contracts with a person or corporation to do work for the state, that
person is required to obtain a surety bond. The surety bond guarantees the person will perform all
of the provisions of the contract. If a contractor does not complete a project as specified in hisor
her contract, the issuer of the performance bond becomes liable for completing the project or for
financial compensation. The Washington State Department of Transportation (WSDOT) currently
requires al contractors to secure a performance bond for an amount equal to 100 percent of the
contract value on a project.

Summary of Bill:

The WSDOT must establish surety bond requirements for highway construction projects costing
$80 million or more at an amount to protect 100 percent of the state's exposure to loss. The
amount of the bond must not be less that $80 million.

Appropriation: None.
