Background:

In 2005 the Legislature passed legislation authorizing county legislative authorities to impose a
sales and use tax of one tenth of one percent for the purpose of providing new or expanded
chemical dependency or mental health treatment services and for the operation of new or
expanded therapeutic court programs.

Summary of Bill:

This bill clarifies that monies collected under the sales and use tax authorized by the Legislature
may be used for the operation or delivery of programs and services.  Monies collected by the sales
and use tax may be used to replace lapsed federal funding previously provided for the operation
or delivery of chemical dependency or mental health treatment services and programs.

Appropriation:  None.
