AN ACT Relating to nodifying the |legislative youth advisory
council; amending RCW 28A 300.801; creating a new section; and
decl ari ng an energency.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature finds that the |egislative
yout h advi sory council provides a unique opportunity for mddle and
hi gh school students to be actively involved in governnent. Counci |
menbers not only learn about, but exercise, the core values and
denocratic principles of our state and nation, along with the rights
and responsibilities of citizenship and denocratic civic involvenent.
As such, they are engaged in authentic practice of the essential
academ c learning requirenents in civics. In the short tinme since its
creation, the |legislative youth advisory council has studi ed, debated,
and begun to fornul ate positions and recomendati ons on such inportant
topics as education reform school finance, public school 1|earning
environments, health and fitness education, and standardized testing.
The | egislature continues to stress the inportance of civics education
and support the type of civic involvenent by students exenplified by
the | egislative youth advisory council.
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Sec. 2. RCW 28A.300.801 and 2005 c¢ 355 s 1 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) The legislative youth advisory council is established to
exam ne issues of inportance to youth, including but not limted to
education, enploynent, strategies to increase youth participation in
state and nuni ci pal governnent, safe environnents for youth, substance
abuse, enot i onal and physi cal heal t h, foster care, poverty,
honel essness, and youth access to services on a statew de and rmnuni ci pal
basi s.

(2) The council consists of twenty-two nenbers as provided in this
subsection who, at the tinme of appointnent, are aged ((foeurteen))
twelve to eighteen. The council shall select a chair from anong its
menbers.

(a) Five nenbers shall be selected by each of the two nmjor
caucuses in the senate, appointed by the secretary of the senate.

(b) Five nenbers shall be selected by each of the two nmjor
caucuses in the house of representatives, appointed by the chief clerk
of the house of representatives.

(c) The governor shall appoint two nenbers.

(3) Except for initial nmenbers, nenbers shall serve two-year terns,
and if eligible, my be reappointed for subsequent two-year terns.
One-half of the initial nmenbers shall be appointed to one-year terns,
and these appointnents shall be made in such a way as to preserve
overall representation on the commttee.

(4) Four nenbers of the legislature shall serve on the council in
an _advisory capacity, wth tw of the nenbers appointed by the
president of the senate and two of the nmenbers appointed by the speaker

of the house of representatives.

(5) The council shall have the follow ng duties:

(a) Advising the | egislature on proposed and pendi ng | egi sl ati on,
including state budget expenditures and policy matters relating to
yout h;

(b) Advising the standing committees of the | egislature and study
comm ssions, conmttees, and task forces regarding issues relating to
yout h;

(c) Conducting periodic semnars for its nenbers regarding
| eadershi p, governnent, and the legislature; ((ard))
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(d) Soliciting and accepting grants and donations from public and

private sources to support the activities of the council; and
(e) Reporting annually by Decenber 1st to the legislature on its
activities, i ncl udi ng pr oposed | egi sl ation t hat i npl enent s

recommendati ons of the council.

((65))) (B6) In carrying out its duties under ((subseetion{4r——of))
this section, the council may neet at |east three tines but not nore
than six tinmes per year, including not nore than two public hearings on
i ssues of inportance to youth.

((8y)) (7)) Menbers shall be reinbursed as provided in RCW
43. 03. 050 and 43. 03. 060.

((A)) (8) The office of superintendent of public instruction
shal | provide adm nistration, coordination, and facilitation assistance
to the council. The senate and house of representatives may provide
policy and fiscal briefings and assistance with drafting proposed
| egislation. The senate and the house of representatives shall each
develop internal policies relating to staff assistance provided to the

council. Such policies may include applicable internal personnel and
practices guidelines, resource use and expense reinbursenent
gui delines, and applicable ethics nandates. Provi sion of funds,

resources, and staff, as well as the assignnent and direction of staff,
remains at all tinmes within the sole discretion of the chanber naking
t he provi sion.

((68))) (9) The office of superintendent of public instruction, the
| egislature, any agency of the legislature, and any official or
enpl oyee of such office or agency are imune from liability for any
injury that is incurred by or caused by a nenber of the youth advisory
council and that occurs while the menber of the council is performng
duties of the council or is otherwise engaged in activities or
receiving services for which reinbursenent is allowed under subsection
((66))) (7) of this section. The imrunity provided by this subsection
does not apply to an injury intentionally caused by the act or om ssion
of an enpl oyee or official of the superintendent of public instruction
or the legislature or any agency of the |egislature.

state governnent and its existing public institutions,
i mredi atel y.
