AN ACT Relating to prograns to end honel essness; anending RCW
43. 185C. 005, 43. 185C. 010, 43. 185C. 020, 43. 185C. 040, 43. 185C. 050,
43. 185C. 060, 43. 185C. 070, 43. 185C. 080, 43. 185C. 090, 43. 185C. 100,
43. 185C. 130, 43. 185C. 160, 43. 185C. 900, 36.22.179, 43.185C. 170,
43. 185C. 180, 43.185B. 030, 43.20A. 790, and 43.63A 650; reenacting and
amendi ng RCW 36. 18. 010; adding new sections to chapter 43.185C RCW
recodi fying RCW 36.22.179, 43.20A 790, and 43.63A 650; and naking
appropriations.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW 43.185C. 005 and 2005 c 484 s 1 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

Despite |laudable efforts by all levels of governnent, private
i ndi viduals, nonprofit organizations, and charitable foundations to end
honmel essness, the nunber of honeless persons in Wshington is
unaccept ably high. The state's honeless population, furthernore,
i ncludes a large nunber of famlies with children, youth, and enpl oyed
persons. The legislature finds that the fiscal and societal costs of
honel essness are high for both the public and private sectors, and that
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endi ng honel essness ((sheuld)) nust be a goal for state and | ocal
gover nnent .

The |l egislature finds that there are many causes of honel essness,
i ncluding a shortage of affordable housing;, a shortage of fam|y-wage
j obs which underm nes housing affordability; a lack of an accessible
and affordable health care system available to all who suffer from
physical and nental illnesses and chem cal and al cohol dependency;
donestic violence; ((and)) a | ack of education and job skills necessary
to acquire adequate wage jobs in the econony of the twenty-first
century; inadequate availability of services for citizens with nental
illness and devel opnental disabilities living in the comunity; and the
difficulties faced by formerly institutionalized persons in
reintegrating to society and finding stable enploynent and housi ng.

The support and commtnent of all sectors of the statew de
community is critical to the chances of success in ending honel essness
i n Washi ngt on. While the provision of housing and housing-rel ated
services to the honel ess should be adm nistered at the local level to
best address specific community needs, the |egislature also recognizes
the need for the state to play a primary coordinating, supporting,

((and)) nonitoring, and evaluating role. There mnust be a clear
assi gnnment of responsibilities and a clear statenent of achievable and
quantifiable goals. Systematic statewide data collection on

((hoerelessness)) honel ess individuals in Washi ngton nust be a critical
conponent of such a program enabling the state to work with |oca
governments not only to count all honeless people in the state, but to
record and manage information about honel ess persons ((anrd)) in order
to assist themin finding housing and other supportive services that
can help them when possible, achieve the highest degree of self-
sufficiency and econom c i ndependence that is appropriate given their
specific abilities and situations.

The systematic collection and rigorous eval uati on of honel ess dat a,
a nationw de search for and inplenentation through adequate resource
all ocation of best practices, and the systematic neasurenent of
progress toward interim goals and the ultimate goal of ending
honel essness are all necessary conponents of a statewide effort to end
honel essness in Washington by July 1, 2015.
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Sec. 2. RCW 43.185C 010 and 2006 c 349 s 6 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

The definitions in this section apply throughout this chapter
unl ess the context clearly requires otherw se.

(1) "Departnent" neans the department of community, trade, and
econom ¢ devel opnent .

(2) "Director" neans the director of the departnent of community,
trade, and econom c devel opnent.
(3) "Honel ess person" neans an individual ((H~+HrRgeutsideor+na

090 under which conpetitive grants are awarded by the
departnment, wutilizing noneys from the ((hemeless—housing)) ending
honel essness account, to |local governnents for prograns directly
related to housing honeless individuals and famlies, addressing the

(7) "Local governnment" nmeans a county governnment in the state of

(8) "Housing continuunm means the progression of individuals along
a housing-focused continuum wth honelessness at one end and
homeowner ship at the other.

(9) "Local ((hereless—houstng)) ending honel essness task force"
means a voluntary local commttee created under RCW 43.185C 160 to

(10) "Long-term private or public housing" neans subsidized and
unsubsi di zed rental or owner-occupied housing in which there is no
established tinme limt for habitation of |ess than two years.

(11) "Interagency council on honelessness" neans a comittee
appoi nted by the governor and consisting of, at least, policy |evel
representatives of the followng entities: (a) The departnent of

comunity, trade, and econom c developnent; (b) the departnent of
corrections; (c) the departnent of social and health services; (d) the
departnment of veterans affairs; ((anrd)) (e) the departnment of health;
and (f) the office of the superintendent of public instruction.

(12) "Performance neasurenent” neans the process of conparing
speci fic nmeasures of success against ultimate and interim goals.

(13) "Performance evaluation” neans the process of evaluating
performance by established criteria according to the achievenent of
outlined goals, neasures, targets, standards, or other outcones, using
a ranked scorecard from highest to |owest performance that enploys a
scale of one to one hundred, one hundred being the optinmal score.
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(14) "Quality nmanagenent programi neans a nationally recognized
programusing criteria simlar or equivalent to the Baldridge criteria.
All lTocal governnents receiving over five hundred thousand dollars from
(a) state funding sources, including the housing trust fund, (b)
housi ng finance conm ssion prograns, and (c) the ending honel essness
program surcharge in RCW 36.22.179 (as recodified by this act) and the
surcharges in RCW 36.22.178, shall apply to the full exam nation
Washi ngton state quality award program once every three years begi nning
by January 1, 2010.

020 and 2005 c¢c 484 s 5 are each anended to
read as foll ows:
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There is created within the departnent the ((horeless—housing))
endi ng honel essness programto devel op and ((eeerdinate)) inplenent a
statewide ending honelessness strategic plan ((ared—at—houstng
horeless—persons)), coordinate and nonitor local governnent ending

honel essness plans and prograns, and inplenent and nmanage an ending
honel essness grant program The ending honel essness program has an
established short-term goal of reducing the honeless population
statewide and in each county by fifty percent by July 1, 2015, and an
ultimate goal of ending honel essness. The endi ng honel essness program

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Performance neasurenents are reported upon by city and county
geogr aphy, including denographics with yearly or nore frequent targets.
