18.108. 010; and adding a new section to chapter 18. 108 RCW

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW18.108.010 and 2002 ¢ 277 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

In this chapter, wunless the context otherwise requires, the
fol | ow ng neani ngs shall apply:

(1) "Board" neans the Washi ngton state board of nmassage.

(2) "Massage" and "nmassage therapy" nean a health care service
involving the external manipulation or pressure of soft tissue for
t herapeutic purposes. Massage therapy includes techniques such as
tappi ng, conpressions, friction, Swedish gymastics or novenents,
gl i di ng, kneadi ng, shaki ng, and fasci al or connective tissue
stretching, with or without the aids of superficial heat, cold, water,
| ubricants, or salts. Massage therapy does not include diagnosis or
attenpts to adjust or manipulate any articulations of the body or spine
or nmobilization of these articulations by the use of a thrusting force,
nor does it include genital manipulation.
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(3) "Massage practitioner” means an individual |icensed under this
chapter.

(4) "Secretary" neans the secretary of health or the secretary's
desi gnee.

(5) "Massage business" neans the operation of a business where
massages are given

(6) "Animal massage practitioner” neans an individual with a
license to practice nmassage therapy in this state wth additional
training in ani mal therapy.

(7) "Intraoral nmassage" neans the nmani pulation or pressure of soft
tissue inside the nmouth or oral cavity for therapeutic purposes.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 18.108 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) A nmamssage practitioner licensed under this chapter may apply
for an endorsenent to perform intraoral mnassage upon conpletion of
training determ ned by the board and specified in rules. Training nust
i nclude intraoral massage techni ques, cranial anatony, physiology, and
ki nesi ol ogy, hygienic practices, safety and sanitation, pathology, and
contrai ndi cati ons.

(2) A massage practitioner who has obtained an intraoral nmassage
endorsenent to his or her nmassage practitioner |icense may practice
i ntraoral nmassage.
