AN ACT Relating to the practice of dentistry; anending RCW
18. 32. 215; adding a new section to chapter 18.32 RCW and providing an
expiration date.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW18.32.215 and 2003 ¢ 57 s 2 are each anmended to read
as follows:

(1) An applicant holding a valid Iicense and currently engaged in
practice in another state may be granted a |icense w thout exam nation
required by this chapter, on the paynent of any required fees, if the
appl i cant:

(a) I's a graduate of a dental college, school, or dental departnent
of an institution approved by the comm ssion under RCW 18. 32. 040(1); or

(b)(i) Has practiced in another state for at least five years; and

(ii) Has conpleted a one-year postdoctoral residency approved by
the comm ssion.

(2) The conmmi ssion may also require the applicant to: ((8)) (&)
File with the comm ssion docunentation certifying the applicant is
licensed to practice in another state; and ((€2r)) (b) provide
information as the comm ssion deens necessary pertaining to the
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conditions and criteria of the UniformD sciplinary Act, chapter 18.130
RCW and to denonstrate to the conm ssion a know edge of Washi ngton | aw
pertaining to the practice of dentistry.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 18.32 RCW
to read as foll ows:

By Novenber 15, 2009, the conm ssion shall report to the governor
and the legislature with recommendati ons for appropriate standards for
issuing a license to a foreign-trained dentist. The recommendati ons
shall consider the balance between maintaining assurances that
Washi ngton's dental professionals are well-qualified and planning for
an adequate supply of dentists to neet the future needs of WAshington's
di verse urban and rural communiti es. In addition to considering the
use of standards established by accreditation organizations, the
recommendations shall consider other options to reduce barriers to
licensure.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. This act expires July 1, 2010.
