AN ACT Relating to the procurenment of new ferry vessels that carry
no nore than one hundred notor vehicles; adding a new section to
chapter 47.56 RCW creating a new section; and declaring an energency.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. Washington's marine highways provide vita
transportation |inks between conmunities. Ctizens, businesses, and
visitors depend on the state's ferry systemto provide safe, dependable
aut o and passenger service in order to conduct daily life and commerce
activities. On Novenber 20, 2007, the secretary of the departnment of
transportation ordered the eighty-year old steel electric class vessels
to be imediately renoved from service because previously undetected
corrosion and pitting in the vessel hulls posed a risk to the safety of
passengers and crew. The energency renoval of the state ferry systenis
steel electric class vessels has inposed a significant hardship on the
citizens and businesses served by the Port Townsend- Keystone route.
The unique features of the Port Townsend-Keystone route prevent the
ferry system from assi gni ng ot her state-operated auto/passenger vessels
to that route. Therefore, an expedited procurenent is required for the
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construction of new vessels to restore permanent auto/passenger ferry
service to the Port Townsend- Keystone route.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 47.56 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) The departnent shall construct one or nore new ferry vessels
for service on the Port Townsend-Keystone route or other routes that
require a vessel that carries no nore than one hundred notor vehicles.
The departnment shall include in the procurenment of the new vessels a
requi renent that the vessels be constructed within the boundaries of
the state of Washi ngton, except that equi pnment furnished by the state
and conponents, products, and systens that are standard manufactured
itens are not subject to the in-state requirenent under this
subsecti on.

(2) For purposes of this section, "constructed" neans: The
fabrication, by the joining together by welding or fastening, of all
steel parts fromwhich the total vessel is constructed including, but
not limted to, all shell frames, |longitudinals, bulkheads, webs,
pi ping runs, wire ways, and ducting. "Constructed" also nmeans (a) the
installation of all conponents and systens including, but not limted
to, equipnment and machinery, castings, electrical, electronics, deck
covering, lining, paint, and joiner work required by the contract and
(b) the interconnection of all equipnent, machinery, and services, such
as piping, wring, and ducting.

(3) The procurenent of the new ferry vessels nust also include a
requirenent that all warranty work on the vessels be perfornmed within
t he boundaries of the state of Washington, insofar as practicable.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. This act is necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of the
state governnent and its existing public institutions, and takes effect
i mredi atel y.
