Sec. 1. RCWB84.14.005 and 1995 ¢ 375 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

The | egi slature finds:

(1) That in mny of Washington's wurban centers there s
insufficient availability of desirable and convenient residential
units, including affordable housing units, to neet the needs of a
grow ng nunber of the public who would live in these urban centers if
t hese desirable, convenient, attractive, affordable, and Iivable pl aces
to live were avail abl e;

(2) That the devel opnent of additional and desirable residentia
units, including affordable housing units, in these urban centers that
will attract and maintain a significant increase in the nunber of
permanent residents in these areas wll help to alleviate the

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detrinmental conditions and social liability that tend to exist in the
absence of a viable m xed incone residential population and will help
to achieve the planning goals nmandated by the growth managenent act
under RCW 36. 70A. 020; and

(3) That planning solutions to solve the problens of urban spraw
often lack incentive and inplenentation techni ques needed to encourage
residential redevel opnment in those urban centers |acking a sufficient
variety of residential opportunities, and it is in the public interest
and will benefit, provide, and pronote the public health, safety, and
welfare to stinmulate new or enhanced residential opportunities,
including affordable housing opportunities, wthin wurban centers
through a tax incentive as provided by this chapter.

Sec. 2. RCWB84.14.007 and 1995 ¢ 375 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

It is the purpose of this chapter to encourage increased
residential opportunities, including affordable housing opportunities,
incities that are required to plan or choose to plan under the growth
managenent act wthin urban centers where the ((legistative—body))
governing authority of the affected city has found there is
insufficient housing opportunities, including affordable housing
opportunities. It is further the purpose of this chapter to stimulate
the construction of new nultifam |y housing and the rehabilitation of
exi sting vacant and underutilized buildings for nultifamly housing in
urban centers having insufficient housing opportunities that wll
increase and inprove residential opportunities, including affordable
housi ng opportunities, within these urban centers. To achi eve these
pur poses, this chapter provides for special valuations in residentially
deficient urban centers for eligible inprovenents associated wth

mul tiunit housing ((+HA—+esidentiallby—defietent—urban——centers)), which

i ncl udes aff ordabl e housi ng.

Unl ess the context clearly requires otherwise, the definitions in
this section apply throughout this chapter.

(1) "City" means either (a) a city or town with a popul ati on of at
| east ((thirty)) fifteen thousand ((e+)), (b) the largest city or town,

(2) "Affordable housing" neans residential housing that is rented
by a person or household whose nonthly housing costs, including
utilities other than telephone, do not exceed thirty percent of the
household's nonthly incone. For the purposes of housing intended for
owner occupancy, "affordable housing" neans residential housing that is
within the neans of | ow or noderate-inconme househol ds.

(3) "Household" neans a single person, famly, or unrelated persons
living together.

(4) "Lowincone household” neans a single person, famly, or
unrel ated persons living together whose adjusted incone is at or bel ow
eighty percent of the nedian famly incone adjusted for famly size,
for the county where the project is located, as reported by the United
States departnent of housing and urban devel opnent. For cities | ocated
in high-cost areas, "lowincone househol d" neans a household that has
an incone at or bel ow one hundred percent of the nedian famly incone
adjusted for famly size, for the county where the project is |ocated.

(5) "Moderate-incone household” neans a single person, famly, or
unrel ated persons living together whose adjusted incone is nore than
eighty percent but is at or below one hundred fifteen percent of the
nedian famly incone adjusted for famly size, for the county where the
project is located, as reported by the United States departnent of
housi ng and urban developnent. For cities |located in high-cost areas,
"noder at e-i ncone househol d" neans a household that has an i ncone that
is nore than one hundred percent, but at or below one hundred fifty
percent, of the nedian famly incone adjusted for famly size, for the
county where the project is |ocated.

(6) "High cost area" neans a county where the third quarter nedi an
house price for the previous year as reported by the Washi ngton center
for real estate research at WAshington State University is equal to or
greater than one hundred thirty percent of the statew de nedi an house
price published during the sane tine period.

(7) "CGoverning authority" means the local |egislative authority of

((4)) (9) "Mltiple-unit housing" nmeans a building having four or
nore dwelling units not designed or used as transient accommodati ons
and not including hotels and notels. Miltifamly units may result from
new construction or rehabilitated or conversion of vacant,
underutilized, or substandard buildings to nultifam]ly housing.

((5))) (10) "Omer" neans the property owner of record.

((66y)) (11) "Permanent residential occupancy” neans multiunit
housing that provides either rental or owner occupancy on a
nont r ansi ent basi s. This includes owner-occupied or rental
accommodation that is |eased for a period of at |east one nonth. This
excludes hotels and notels that predom nately offer rent al
accommodation on a daily or weekly basis.

((A)) (12) "Rehabilitation inprovenents" neans nodifications to
exi sting structures, that are vacant for twelve nonths or |onger, that
are made to achieve a condition of substantial conpliance w th existing
buil ding codes or nodification to existing occupied structures which
i ncrease the nunber of rmultifam |y housing units.

((68))) (13) "Residential targeted area" neans an area within an
urban center that has been designated by the governing authority as a
residential targeted area in accordance with this chapter

((69Y)) (14) "Substantial conpliance"” neans conpliance with | ocal
bui | di ng or housing code requirenents that are typically required for
rehabilitation as opposed to new construction.

((£28))) (15) "Urban center" neans a conpact identifiable district
where urban residents may obtain a variety of products and services.
An urban center nust contain:

(a) Several existing or previous, or both, business establishnents
that may include but are not l|limted to shops, offices, banks,
restaurants, governnental agencies;

(b) Adequate public facilities including streets, sidewalks,
lighting, transit, donestic water, and sanitary sewer systens; and

(c) A mxture of uses and activities that may include housing
recreation, and cultural activities in association wth either
commercial or office, or both, use.

In the case of projects intended exclusively for owner
occupancy, the mninumrequirenent of this subsection (1)(a)(ii)(B) may
be satisfied solely through housing affordable to noderate-incone
househol ds.

(b) The exenptions provided in (a)(i) and (ii) of this subsection
do not include the value of land or nonhousing-related inprovenents not
qualifying under this chapter.

The incentive provided by this chapter is in addition to any other
i ncentives, tax credits, grants, or other incentives provided by |aw

((3y)) (4) This chapter does not apply to increases in assessed
val uati on made by the assessor on nonqualifying portions of building
and value of land nor to increases made by |awful order of a county
board of equalization, the departnent of revenue, or a county, to a
cl ass of property throughout the county or specific area of the county
to achieve the uniformty of assessnent or appraisal required by |aw.

((64))) (5) At the conclusion of the ((tenr—year)) exenption period,
the new or rehabilitated housing cost shall be considered as new
construction for the purposes of chapter 84.55 RCW

Sec. 5. RCW84.14.030 and 2005 ¢ 80 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

An owner of property making application under this chapter nust
nmeet the follow ng requirenents:

(1) The new or rehabilitated nultiple-unit housing nust be | ocated
in aresidential targeted area as designated by the city;

(2) The nultiple-unit housing nust neet ((+he)) guidelines as
adopted by the governing authority that may include height, density,
public benefit features, nunber and size of proposed devel opnent,
par ki ng, ((lewt+necore—or—mpderate—))incone |imts for occupancy
((regui+rerents)), limts on rents or sale prices, and other adopted
requi rements indicated necessary by the city. The required anenities
should be relative to the size of the project and tax benefit to be
obt ai ned;

(3) The new, converted, or rehabilitated nmultiple-unit housing nust
provide for a mninum of fifty percent of the space for pernmanent
residential occupancy. In the case of existing occupied nmultifamly

i nprovenents nust be conpleted within three years from the date of
approval of the application;

(5) Property proposed to be rehabilitated nmust fail to conply with
one or nore standards of the applicable state or |ocal building or
housi ng codes on or after July 23, 1995. |[If the property proposed to
be rehabilitated is not vacant, an applicant shall provide each
exi sting tenant housing of conparable size, quality, and price and a
reasonabl e opportunity to rel ocate; and

(6) The applicant nust enter into a contract with the city approved
by the governing ((bedy)) authority, or an admnistrative official or
conm ssion authorized by the governing authority, wunder which the
applicant has agreed to the inplenentation of the devel opnent on terns
and conditions satisfactory to the governing authority.

Sec. 6. RCWB84.14.040 and 1995 ¢ 375 s 7 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The followng criteria nmust be net before an area may be
designated as a residential targeted area:

(a) The area must be within an urban center, as determ ned by the
governing authority;

(b) The area nust | ack, as determ ned by the governing authority,
sufficient available, desirable, and convenient residential housing,
i ncludi ng affordabl e housing, to neet the needs of the public who woul d
be likely to live in the urban center, if the affordable, desirable,
attractive, and livable places to |ive were avail able; and

(c) The providing of additional housing opportunity, including
affordable housing, in the area, as determned by the governing
authority, wll assist in achieving one or nore of the stated purposes
of this chapter.

(2) For the purpose of designating a residential targeted area or
areas, the governing authority nmay adopt a resolution of intention to
so designate an area as generally described in the resolution. The
resolution nust state the tinme and place of a hearing to be held by the

governing authority to consider the designation of the area and may
i nclude such other information pertaining to the designation of the
area as the governing authority determnes to be appropriate to apprise
the public of the action intended.

(3) The governing authority shall give notice of a hearing held
under this chapter by publication of the notice once each week for two
consecutive weeks, not |ess than seven days, nor nore than thirty days
before the date of the hearing in a paper having a general circulation
in the city where the proposed residential targeted area is | ocated.
The notice nust state the tine, date, place, and purpose of the hearing
and generally identify the area proposed to be designated as a
residential targeted area.

(4) Following the hearing, or a continuance of the hearing, the
governing authority may designate all or a portion of the area
described in the resolution of intent as a residential targeted area if
it finds, inits sole discretion, that the criteria in subsections (1)
through (3) of this section have been net.

(5) After designation of a residential targeted area, the governing
authority ((shalHh)) nust adopt and inplenent standards and gui del i nes
to be utilized 1in considering applications and nmaking the
determ nations required under RCW 84.14. 060. The standards and
gui del i nes nust establish basic requirenents for both new construction
and rehabilitation ((Hreluding)), which nmust include:

(a) Application process and procedures((—Fhese—gudelines—ray
include the followng:)),

(((8))) (b) Requirenents that address denolition of existing
structures and site utilization; and

((b)y)) (c) Building requirenments that may include elenents

addressi ng parking, hei ght , density, envi ronnent al I npact, and
conpatibility wth the existing surrounding property and such other
anenities as wll attract and keep permanent residents and that wll

properly enhance the livability of the residential targeted area in
which they are to be | ocated.

(6) The governing authority nmay adopt and inplenent, either as
conditions to eight-year exenptions or as conditions to an extended
exenption period under RCW84.14.020(2), or both, nore stringent incone
eligibility, rent, or sale price limts, including limts that apply to

Sec. 7. RCWB84.14.050 and 1999 c 132 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

An owner of property seeking tax incentives under this chapter nust
conplete the foll ow ng procedures:

(1) In the case of rehabilitation or where denplition or new
construction is required, the owner shall secure from the governing
authority or duly authorized ((agent)) representative, bef ore
commencenent of rehabilitation inprovenents or new construction,
verification of property nonconpliance wth applicable building and
housi ng codes;

(2) In the case of new and rehabilitated multifam |y housing, the
owner shall apply to the city on forns adopted by the governing
authority. The application nmust contain the foll ow ng:

(a) Information setting forth the grounds supporting the requested
exenption including information indicated on the application formor in
t he gui del i nes;

(b) A description of the project and site plan, including the floor
plan of units and other information requested,

(c) A statenent that the applicant is aware of the potential tax
l[tability involved when the property ceases to be eligible for the
incentive provided under this chapter;

(3) The applicant nust verify the application by oath or
affirmation; and

(4) The application nmust be acconpani ed by the application fee, if
any, required under RCW 84. 14.080. The governing authority may permt
the applicant to revise an application before final action by the
governing authority.

Sec. 8. RCWB84.14.060 and 1995 ¢ 375 s 9 are each anended to read
as follows:

The duly authorized admnistrative official or commttee of the
city may approve the application if it finds that:

(1) A mninmum of four new units are being constructed or in the
case of occupied rehabilitation or conversion a mninmm of four
additional multifamly units are bei ng devel oped;

(3) The proposed project is or will be, at the tine of conpletion,
in conformance with all local plans and regul ations that apply at the
time the application is approved;

((2»)) (4) The owner has conplied with all standards and
gui del i nes adopted by the city under this chapter; and

((4)) (5) The site is located in a residential targeted area of
an urban center that has been designated by the governing authority in
accordance with procedures and guidelines indicated in RCW 84.

The city shall also
determ ne which specific inprovenents conpleted neet the requirenents
and required findings.

(5 If the authorized representative of the city finds that
construction or rehabilitation of nultiple-unit housing was not
conpleted within the required tine period due to circunstances beyond
the control of the owner and that the owner has been acting and coul d
reasonably be expected to act in good faith and with due diligence, the
governing authority or the city official authorized by the governing

authority may extend the deadline for conpletion of construction or
rehabilitation for a period not to exceed twenty-four consecutive
nont hs.

(6) The governing authority may provide by ordi nance for an appeal
of a decision by the deciding officer or authority that an owner is not
entitled to a certificate of tax exenption to the governing authority,
a hearing examner, or other city officer authorized by the governing
authority to hear the appeal in accordance wth such reasonable

(e) The total nonthly rent or total sale anount of each unit

This additional tax is cal cul ated based upon the difference between the
property tax paid and the property tax that woul d have been paid if it
had i ncl uded the val ue of the nonqualifying inprovenents dated back to
the date that the inprovenments were converted to a nonnultifam |y use;
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(b) The tax must include interest upon the amounts of the
additional tax at the sane statutory rate charged on delinquent
property taxes from the dates on which the additional tax could have
been paid without penalty if the inprovenents had been assessed at a
value without regard to this chapter; and

(c) The additional tax owed together with interest and penalty nust
beconre a lien on the land and attach at the tinme the property or
portion of the property is renoved from multifamly wuse or the
anenities no |l onger neet applicable requirenents, and has priority to
and nust be fully paid and satisfied before a recogni zance, nortgage,
j udgnment, debt, obligation, or responsibility to or with which the |and
may beconme charged or |iable. The lien may be foreclosed upon
expiration of the same period after delinquency and in the sanme manner
provided by |law for foreclosure of liens for delinquent real property
taxes. An additional tax unpaid on its due date is delinquent. From
the date of delinquency until paid, interest nust be charged at the
sane rate applied by law to delinquent ad val orem property taxes.

(2) Upon a determnation that a tax exenption is to be canceled for
a reason stated in this section, the governing authority or authorized
representative shall notify the record owner of the property as shown
by the tax rolls by mail, return receipt requested, of the
determnation to cancel the exenption. The owner may appeal the
determ nation to the governing authority or authorized representative,
within thirty days by filing a notice of appeal with the clerk of the
governing authority, which notice nust specify the factual and |ega
basis on which the determnation of cancellation is alleged to be
erroneous. The governing authority or a hearing exam ner or other
of ficial authorized by the governing authority may hear the appeal. At
the hearing, all affected parties may be heard and all conpetent
evi dence received. After the hearing, the deciding body or officer
shall either affirm nodify, or repeal the decision of cancellation of
exenption based on the evidence received. An aggrieved party may
appeal the decision of the deciding body or officer to the superior
court under RCW 34.05.510 through 34. 05. 598.

(3) Upon determnation by the governing authority or authorized
representative to termnate an exenption, the county officials having
possessi on of the assessnment and tax rolls shall correct the rolls in
the manner provided for omtted property under RCW 84.40. 080. The

county assessor shall mnmake such a valuation of the property and
i nprovenents as is necessary to permt the correction of the rolls.
The value of the new housing construction, conver si on, and
rehabilitation inprovenents added to the rolls shall be considered as
new construction for the purposes of chapter 84.55 RCW The owner nay
appeal the valuation to the county board of equalization under chapter
84.48 RCW and according to the provisions of RCW84.40.038. If there
has been a failure to conply wth this chapter, the property nust be
listed as an omtted assessnent for assessnment years begi nning January
1 of the cal endar year in which the nonconpliance first occurred, but
the listing as an omtted assessnent may not be for a period nore than
t hree cal endar years preceding the year in which the failure to conply
was di scover ed.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 12. This act is necessary for the immedi ate
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of the
state governnent and its existing public institutions, and takes effect
i mredi ately.
