Sec. 1. RCW68.52.100 and 1994 c 223 s 74 are each anended to read
as follows:

For the purpose of formng a cenetery district, a petition
designating the boundaries of the proposed district by netes and bounds
or describing the lands to be included in the proposed district by
government townships, ranges, and |egal subdivisions, signed by not
| ess than ((H+ft+eern)) ten percent of the registered voters who reside
within the boundaries of the proposed district, setting forth the
object of the formation of such district and stating that the
establishnment thereof will be conducive to the public welfare and
conveni ence, shall be filed with the county auditor of the county
within which the proposed district is |ocated, acconpanied by an
obligation signed by two or nore petitioners agreeing to pay the cost
of publishing the notice hereinafter provided for. The county auditor
shall, within thirty days from the date of filing of such petition,
exam ne the signatures and certify to the sufficiency or insufficiency
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t her eof . The nanme of any person who signed a petition shall not be
w thdrawn from the petition after it has been filed wth the county
audi t or. If the petition is found to contain a sufficient nunber of
valid signatures, the county auditor shall transmt it, wth a
certificate of sufficiency attached, to the county legislative
authority, which shall thereupon, by resolution entered upon its
m nutes, receive the sane and fix a day and hour when it will publicly
hear the petition.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 68.52 RCW
to read as foll ows:

A county legislative authority may, by ordinance or resolution
provide for a ballot proposition to form a cenetery district. When
proposed by ordinance or resolution of the county legislative
authority, a ballot proposition shall designate the boundaries of the
proposed district by netes and bounds or describing the lands to be
i ncluded in the proposed district by governnent townships, ranges, and
| egal subdivisions. The ballot proposition authorizing the formation
of a cenetery district shall be submtted to the voters residing within
t he proposed district consistent with the provisions of this chapter.
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
