AN ACT Relating to nodi fying the dates on which a special election
may be hel d; and anmendi ng RCW 29A. 04. 321 and 29A. 04. 330.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCWZ29A 04.321 and 2006 ¢ 344 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) Al state, county, city, town, and district general elections
for the election of federal, state, legislative, judicial, county,
city, town, and district officers, and for the subm ssion to the voters
of the state, county, city, town, or district of any neasure for their
adoption and approval or rejection, shall be held on the first Tuesday
after the first Monday of Novenber, in the year in which they nay be
cal | ed. A statewi de general election shall be held on the first
Tuesday after the first Monday of Novenber of each year. However, the
statew de general election held in odd-nunbered years shall be limted
to (a) city, town, and district general elections as provided for in
RCW 29A. 04. 330, or as otherwi se provided by law, (b) the election of
federal officers for the remainder of any unexpired terns in the
menbership of either branch of the Congress of the United States; (c)
the election of state and county officers for the renminder of any
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unexpired terns of offices created by or whose duties are described in
Article Il, section 15, Article IIl, sections 16, 17, 19, 20, 21, 22,
and 23, and Article IV, sections 3 and 5 of the state Constitution and
RCW 2.06.080; (d) the election of county officers in any county
governed by a charter containing provisions calling for general county
elections at this time; and (e) the approval or rejection of state
nmeasur es, i ncluding proposed constitutional anendnent s, matters
pertaining to any proposed constitutional convention, initiative
nmeasures and referendum neasures proposed by the el ectorate, referendum
bills, and any other matter provided by the | egislature for subm ssion
to the el ectorate.

(2) A county legislative authority may call a special county
el ection by presenting a resolution to the county auditor prior to the
proposed el ection date. ((EBExcept—as—providedinsubseetion{4)rofthis
seet+on-)) A special election called by the county |egislative
authority shall be held on one of the follow ng dates as decided by
such governi ng body:

(a) The ((#+st)) second Tuesday ((after—the—first—Morday)) in
February;

(3) Aresolution calling for a special election on a date set forth
in subsection (2)(a) ((threugh—d)y)) and (b) of this section nust be
presented to the county auditor at |east ((H¥fHytwe)) forty-five days
prior to the election date. A resolution calling for a special
el ection on a date set forth in subsection (2)((&e))) (c) or ((£))
(d) of this section nust be presented to the county auditor at |east
ei ghty-four days prior to the election date.

(4) In addition to the dates set forth in subsection (2)(a) through
((6H)) (d) of this section, a special election to validate an excess
levy or bond issue may be called at any tinme to neet the needs
resulting from fire, flood, earthquake, or other act of God. Such
county special election shall be noticed and conducted in the manner
provi ded by | aw
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£6y)) This section shall supersede the provisions of any and al
ot her statutes, whether general or special in nature, having different
dates for such city, town, and district elections, the purpose of this
section being to establish mandatory dates for hol ding el ecti ons except
for those el ections held pursuant to a hone-rule charter adopted under
Article XlI, section 4 of the state Constitution. This section shal
not be construed as fixing the time for holding primary el ections, or
el ections for the recall of any elective public officer.

Sec. 2. RCW29A 04.330 and 2006 ¢ 344 s 3 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) Al city, town, and district general elections shall be held
t hroughout the state of Washington on the first Tuesday follow ng the
first Monday in Novenber in the odd-nunbered years.

This section shall not apply to:

(a) Elections for the recall of any elective public officer;

(b) Public utility districts, conservation districts, or district
el ections at which the ownership of property within those districts is
a prerequisite to voting, all of which elections shall be held at the
tinmes prescribed in the laws specifically applicable thereto;

(c) Consolidation proposals as provided for in RCW28A. 315. 235 and
nonhi gh capital fund aid proposals as provided for in chapter 28A.540
RCW

(2) The county auditor, as ex officio supervisor of elections, upon
request in the formof a resolution of the governing body of a city,
town, or district, presented to the auditor prior to the proposed
election date, may call a special election in such city, town, or
district, and for the purpose of such special election he or she may

conbine, wunite, or divide precincts. ((Except as provided in
subseetton—{3)—ofthis—seetion-)) Such a special election shall be held

on one of the follow ng dates as deci ded by the governi ng body:
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(a) The ((#+st)) second Tuesday ((aflter—the—FHrst—NMnaday)) in
February;

£5))) In addition to subsection (2)(a) through ((£)) (d) of this
section, a special election to validate an excess |levy or bond issue
may be called at any tinme to neet the needs resulting fromfire, flood,
eart hquake, or other act of God, except that no special election nmay be
hel d between the first day for candidates to file for public office and
the last day to certify the returns of the general election other than
as provided in subsection (2)((fe)y)) (c) and ((€H)) (d) of this
section.

((66))) (5) This section shall supersede the provisions of any and
all other statutes, whether general or special in nature, having
different dates for such city, town, and district elections, the
purpose of this section being to establish nandatory dates for hol di ng
el ecti ons.
