AN ACT Relating to security guard training; anmending RCW
18.170. 010; adding a new section to chapter 18.170 RCW and repealing
RCW 18. 170. 100.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW18.170.010 and 2004 ¢ 50 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

The definitions in this section apply throughout this chapter
unl ess the context clearly requires otherw se.

(1) "Arned private security guard” neans a private security guard
who has a current firearns certificate issued by the commssion and is
licensed as an arnmed private security guard under this chapter

(2) "Arnored vehicle guard® means a person who transports in an
arnored vehicle under arnmed guard, from one place to another place,
val uables, jewelry, currency, docunents, or any other item that
requires secure delivery.

(3) "Burglar alarm response runner" neans a person enployed by a
private security conpany to respond to burglar alarm system signals.

(4) "Burglar alarm systenf neans a device or an assenbly of
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equi pnent and devices used to detect or signal unauthorized intrusion,
nmovenent, or exit at a protected prem ses, other than in a vehicle, to
whi ch police or private security guards are expected to respond.

(5) "Chief |aw enforcenent officer" neans the el ected or appointed
police admnistrator of a nunicipal, county, or state police or
sheriff's departnment that has full Iaw enforcenent powers in its
jurisdiction.

(6) "dassroom instruction”™ means instruction or training that
takes place in a setting where individuals receiving training are
assenbled together and learn through |ectures, study papers, class
di scussion, textbook study, or other neans of organized fornma
educati on techni ques, such as video, closed circuit, or other forns of
el ectronic neans, and as distinguished from on-the-job education or
trai ni ng.

(7) "Comm ssion" neans the crimnal justice training comm ssion
established in chapter 43.101 RCW

(8) "Departnment" neans the departnent of |icensing.

(9) "Departnent-certified trainer” includes any person who has been
approved by the departnent by receiving a passing score on a
departnment -adm ni stered examnation, to admnister, test, or certify
training requirenents have been net.

(10) "Director" neans the director of the departnment of |icensing.

((28))) (11) "Enpl oyer” i ncl udes any i ndi vi dual firm
corporation, partnership, association, conpany, society, nmanager,
contractor, subcontractor, bureau, agency, service, office, or an agent
of any of the foregoing that enploys or seeks to enter into an
arrangenent to enploy any person as a private security guard.

((+H)) (12) "Firearns certificate" neans the certificate issued
by the comm ssi on.

((221)) (13) "Initial postassignnent training” neans eight hours
of training that occurs consistent with section 2 of this act in either
an assisted field environnent or in a classroominstruction setting, or
bot h.

(14) "Instruction" neans the preassignnent or postassignnent
training that takes place in either an on-the-job or classroom setting,
or other neans of formal education techniques, such as video, closed
circuit, internet, or other fornms of electronic neans.
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(15) "Licensee" neans a person granted a license required by this
chapter.

((63y)) (16) "Person" includes any individual, firm corporation,
partnership, association, conpany, society, nmanager, contractor,
subcontractor, bureau, agency, service, office, or an agent or enpl oyee
of any of the foregoing.

((4)»)) (17) "Postassignnment or on-the-job training" nmeans
training that occurs in either an assisted field environnent or in a
cl assroominstruction setting, or both. Post assi gnnment or on-the-job
training nmust be in the topic areas established by the director and may
occur in a classroom instruction setting, in the field, or a
conbination of the two. A departnent-certified trainer need not report
post assi gnnent or on-the-job training. However, a departnent-certified
trainer nust attest in witing that the training occurred.

((35))) (18) "Postassignnent refresher training” neans four hours
of annual refresher training that occurs each year follow ng the | ast
required date the postassignnent training requirenent occurred under
section 2 of this act.

(19) "Preassignnent training" neans ((the—elassreom—training

P sia e 0--being assigned 10 wo i-pdependen #)) a total of
eight hours of preassignnent training, conprised of four hours of
classroominstruction, and an additional four hours of either classroom
instruction or on-the-job training.

((28y)) (20) "Principal corporate officer" neans the president,
vi ce-president, treasurer, secretary, conptroller, or any other person
who perfornms the sanme functions for the corporation as perfornmed by
t hese officers.

((6+A)) (21) "Private security conpany” nmeans a person or entity
i censed under this chapter and engaged in the business of providing
the services of private security guards on a contractual basis.

((8))) (22) "Private security guard" nmeans an individual who is
licensed under this chapter and principally enployed as or typically
referred to as one of the follow ng:

(a) Security officer or guard;

(b) Patrol or nerchant patrol service officer or guard,

(c) Armed escort or bodyguard;

(d) Arnored vehicle guard;

(e) Burglar alarmresponse runner; or
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(f) Crowd control officer or guard.

((29Y)) (23) "Qualifying agent"” neans an officer or manager of a
corporation who neets the requirenents set forth in this chapter for
obtaining a license to own or operate a private security conpany.

((6263)) (24) "Sworn peace officer” nmeans a person who is an
enpl oyee of the federal governnent, the state, a political subdivision,
agency, or departnent branch of a nunicipality, or other unit of |ocal
governnment, and has | aw enforcenment powers.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 18.170 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) To pronote the safety of persons and the security of property,
the director shall neet with interested parties to develop lists of
suggest ed preassi gnnent, postassignnment, and postassignnment refresher
training by rule.

(2) Al security guards licensed on or after July 1, 2005, nust
conpl ete at | east eight hours of preassignnment training.

(3)(a) Al security guards nust conplete at |east eight hours of
initial postassignment training that shall be admnistered to each
security guard by their conpany and attested to by a departnent-
certified trainer.

(b) Security guards licensed between January 1st and June 30th of
any cal endar year nmay receive eight hours of postassignnent training
any tinme between the day follow ng the issuance of a tenporary security
guard registration card by the departnment with their conpany and June
30th of the year followng initial issuance of their license.

(c) Security guards initially licensed between July 1st and
Decenber 31st of any calendar year may receive eight hours of
postassignnment training at any tine between the day followng the
issuance of a tenporary security guard registration card by the
departnent with their conpany and Decenber 31st of the year follow ng
initial issuance of their security guard |license.

(4) Followi ng conpletion of the preassignnent and postassi gnnent
training, at least four total hours of annual postassignnent refresher
training shall be admnistered to security guards each subsequent year.
The subsequent year begins, for postassignnment refresher training
purposes, the day followng the last date the security guard is
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required to receive the initial eight hours of postassignnent training,
and neets the follow ng requirenents:

(a) No nore than one hour per year of postassignnent refresher
training may focus directly on customer service related skills or
t opi cs.

(b) Consistent with subsection (1) of this section, the remaining
three hours per year of postassignnent refresher training nust focus on
energency response concepts, skills, or topics including but not
limted to know edge of site post orders or life safety.

(5) A conpany nay wai ve the eight hours of initial postassignnent
training for security guards already |licensed who transfer from anot her
conpany, if the security guard presents appropriate training records
signed by a departnment-certified trainer fromthe previous conpany, or
a signed affidavit that the individual has already conpleted the
requi red postassignnment training provided by his or her previous
conpany or if the individual has been a sworn | aw enforcenent officer
within the past five years and successfully passes the exam nation
typically admnistered by the department to applicants at the
concl usi on of preassignnent training.

(6) The director shall require conpanies to maintain records
regarding the training hours conpleted by each enployee. Al'l such
records are subject to inspection by the departnent. The training
requirenents and test results nust be recorded and attested to as
appropriate by a certified trainer. Training records nust contain a
description of the topics covered, the nanme and signature of the
trainer, and the nanme and signature of the security guard.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. RCW 18.170.100 (Training and testing
requi renents) and 2004 ¢ 50 s 2, 1995 ¢ 277 s 7, & 1991 ¢ 334 s 10 are
each repeal ed.
