AN ACT Relating to radio frequency identification notification; and
addi ng a new chapter to Title 19 RCW

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The definitions in this section apply
t hroughout this chapter unless the context clearly requires otherw se.

(1) "Consuner"™ neans a person who purchases a retail product from
aretailer.

(2) "Package" neans any type of container, article, or itemthat is
used to pack, contain, or hold a retail product in the formin which
the retail product is sold to the consuner. "Package" includes,
without Iimtation, a box, bag, bottle, can, or jar.

(3) "Radio frequency identification tag" neans a device that (a) is
attached to, enbedded in, or nmade part of a retail product or its
package; and (b) uses radio waves or other wreless technology to
transmt a unique el ectronic product code.

(4) "Retail product” nmeans any type of product, good, or comodity
that is intended to be sold at retail

(5 "Retailer" neans a person who is engaged in the business of
selling retail products directly to consuners.

(6) "Unigque electronic product code" neans a nunber or identifier
that (a) uniquely identifies an individual retail product; (b) is
stored and transmtted electronically; and (c) is used for the control
and managenent of inventories of retail products.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. (1) If a person produces, nmanufactures,
packages, distributes, or sells a retail product and the person has
caused a radio frequency identification tag to be attached to, enbedded
in, or made part of the retail product or its package, the person shal
ensure that the retail product or its package bears a |abel which
notifies consuners of the existence of the radio frequency
identification tag.

(2) If a retailer knows or reasonably should know that a retai
product or its package has a radio frequency identification tag, the
retailer shall not sell the retail product to a consuner unless the
retail product or its package bears the | abel required pursuant to this
section.

(3) The label required pursuant to this section nmust, at a m ni num
(a) informthe consunmer that the retail product or its package has a
radio frequency identification tag which can transmt unique
identification information before and after purchase of the retail
product; (b) be in a conspicuous |ocation on the retail product or its
package; and (c) be printed in a size of type and in a manner that is
conspi cuous and contrasts wth the background on which the notice
appears.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. Any business that uses a radio frequency
identification tag shall disclose to consuners that such a device is in
use. The disclosure nust be in a conspicuous |ocation and be printed
in a size of type and in a manner that is conspicuous to the average
consurer.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. The legislature finds that the practices
covered by this chapter are matters vitally affecting the public
interest for the purpose of applying the consuner protection act,
chapter 19.86 RCW A violation of this chapter is not reasonable in
relation to the devel opnment and preservation of business and is an
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unfair or deceptive act in trade or commerce and an unfair nethod of
conpetition for purposes of applying the consuner protection act,
chapter 19.86 RCW

NEW SECTION. Sec. 5. The renedies, duties, and prohibitions set
forth in this chapter are not exclusive and are in addition to any
ot her renedi es, duties, and prohibitions provided by | aw.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 6. Sections 1 through 5 of this act constitute
a new chapter in Title 19 RCW
