AN ACT Relating to a higher education tuition incentive program
addi ng a new section to chapter 28B. 15 RCW and addi ng a new section to
chapter 43.330 RCW

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 28B.15 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) An econonic devel opnment and diversification tuition incentive
program is created. The higher education coordinating board shall
maintain a list of enployers who are certified under section 2 of this
act to participate in the program

(2) A nonresident student shall pay resident tuition rates
beginning with the first quarter or senmester after noving to Washi ngton
if:

(a) The student, student's spouse, or student's parent is enpl oyed
by an enployer certified by the departnment of community, trade, and
econom ¢ devel opnent under section 2 of this act;

(b) The student, student's spouse, or student's parent relocated to
Washi ngton at the request of that certified enployer; and
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(c) The student signs a letter of intent to establish domcile in
Washi ngt on.

(3) A nonresident student who noves to Washington to attend an
institution of higher education before the tinme that the student's
spouse or student's parent is enployed by a qualified enployer shal
pay resident tuition beginning with the first senester or quarter after
the spouse or parent noves to Washington if the nonresident student
ot herwi se qualifies under subsection (2) of this section.

(4) Evidence that the nonresident student has participated in the
program may be used as evi dence of dom cile under RCW 28B. 15. 013.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 43.330 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) Enployers who wish to participate in the econom c devel opnent
and diversification tuition incentive programin section 1 of this act
shall apply to the departnment of community, trade, and econonc
devel opnment to be certified. Enpl oyers who currently operate in
Washi ngton and nust bring new enpl oyees from out-of-state and enpl oyers
who are relocating or expanding operations in Wshington my be
eligible for the program The departnent shall certify enployers that
qualify for the program based on the following criteria:

(a) Wether the business wll have or has a high economc inpact in
the region of the state where it is |ocated;

(b) Whether it is a targeted industry of the state or is an
ancillary or support industry for a targeted industry; and

(c) Wiether the business will pronote highly skilled, high-wage
j obs.

(2) In determning whether to certify an enployer wunder this
section, the departnent shall also consider the nunber of anticipated
enpl oyees in the programand the anticipated capital investnent in the
busi ness.

(3) The departnment shall transmt the nanes of certified enpl oyers
to the higher education coordinating board quarterly.

(4) The departnent shall decertify an enployer if it finds that the
enpl oyer no longer neets the criteria in subsection (1) of this
section.
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(5) The departnment shal

adopt

rules to inplenment this section.
