AN ACT Relating to secondary career and technical education;
amending RCW 28C. 04. 100, 28C. 04. 110, 28A. 230. 097, 28A. 655. 065,
28A. 600. 045, 28B.102.020, 28B.102.040, and 28A.505.220; adding new
sections to chapter 28B.50 RCW addi ng new sections to chapter 28A. 245
RCW adding a new chapter to Title 28A RCW creating new sections;
recodi fying RCW 28C. 04. 100, 28C. 04. 110, and 28C. 22.020; repealing RCW
28C. 22. 005 and 28C. 22.010; providing an effective date; and providing
an expiration date.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. (1) The legislature finds that many
secondary career and technical education prograns have nade progress in
retooling for the twenty-first century by aligning with state and
nationally certified prograns that neet industry standards and by
increasing the rigor of academc content in core skills such as
reading, witing, mathematics, and science.

(2) However, the legislature also finds that increased expectations
for students to neet the state's academi c |earning standards require
students to take renedial courses. The state board of education is
considering increasing credit requirenents for high school graduation.
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Toget her these policies could restrict students from pursuing high
qual ity career and technical education prograns because students woul d
not have adequate tine in their schedules to enroll in a progressive
sequence of career and technical courses.

(3) The legislature further finds that teachers, counselors,
students, and parents are not well-infornmed about the opportunities
presented by high quality career and technical education. Secondary
career and technical education is not a stopping point but a beginning
point for further education, including through a bachelor's degree
Secondary preapprenticeships and courses aligned to industry standards
can lead directly to workforce entry as well as to additional
educati on. Career and technical education is a proven strategy to
engage and notivate students, including students at risk of dropping
out of school entirely.

(4) Finally, the legislature finds that state policies have been
pi eceneal in support of career and technical education. Laws exist to
require state approval of career and technical programs, but could be
strengthened by requiring alignnment wth industry standards and
focusing on high-demand fields. Tech prep consortia have devel oped
articulation agreenents for dual credit and snooth transitions between
hi gh school s and col |l eges, but agreenents remain highly decentralized
bet ween i ndi vidual faculty and individual schools. Laws require school
districts to create equivalences between academc and career and
techni cal courses, but nore support and professional devel opnent is
needed to expand these opportunities.

(5) Therefore it is the legislature's intent to identify the gaps
in current laws and policies regardi ng secondary career and technical

education and fill those gaps in a conprehensive fashion to create a
coherent whole. This act seeks to increase the quality and rigor of
secondary career and techni cal educat i on, inprove links to

post secondary education, encourage and facilitate academ c instruction
through career and technical courses, and expand access to and
awareness of the opportunities offered by high quality career and
t echni cal educati on.

PART |
QUALI TY, RIGOR, AND LINKS TO POSTSECONDARY EDUCATI ON
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Sec. 101. RCW 28C. 04.100 and 2001 c¢c 336 s 2 are each amended to
read as foll ows:

(1) To ensure high quality career and technical prograns, the
of fice of the superintendent of public instruction shall periodically
review and approve the plans of local districts for the delivery of
career and technical education. Standards for career and technica
prograns shall be established by the office of the superintendent of
public instruction. ((Fhese—standards—should:-)) The office of the
superintendent of public instruction shall develop a schedule for

career and technical education plan reapproval under this section that

i ncl udes an abbreviated review process for proqgrans reapproved after

2005, but before the effective date of this section. Al school

district career and technical education prograns nust neet the

requirenents of this section by August 31, 2010.

(2) To receive approval, school district plans nmust:

(a) Denonstrate how career and technical education prograns wll
ensure academc rigor; align wth the state's education reform
requi renents; help address the skills gap of Washi ngton's econony; and
mai ntain strong rel ationships with [ ocal career and technical education
advi sory councils for the design and delivery of career and technical
education; ((and))

(b) Denonstrate a strategy to align the five-year planning
requi renent under the federal Carl Perkins act with the state and
district ((veeatioenal)) career and technical program pl anni ng
requi renents that include:

(i) An assessnent of equi pnment and technol ogy needs to support the
skills training of technical students;

(i1) An assessnent of industry internships required for teachers to
ensure the ability to prepare students for industry-defined standards
or certifications, or both;

(iii1) An assessnment of the costs of supporting job shadows,
mentors, community service and industry internships, and other
activities for student learning in the community; and

(1v) A description of the | eadership activities to be provided for
techni cal education students; and

(v) Annual |ocal school board approval;

(c) Denonstrate that all preparatory career and technical education
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courses offered by the district neet the requirenents of RCWV28C 04.110
(as recodified by this act);

(d) Denobnstrate progress toward neeting or exceeding the targets
established under section 104 of this act of an increased nunber of
career and technical prograns in high-denand fields; and

(e) Denonstrate that approved career and technical prograns
nmexi m ze opportunities for students to earn dual credit for high school
and coll ege.

((2)) (3) To ensure high quality career education prograns and
services in secondary schools, the office of the superintendent of
public instruction may provide technical assistance to local districts
and develop state guidelines for the delivery of career guidance in
secondary school s.

((3))) (4) To ensure |eadership developnent, the staff of the
office of the superintendent of public instruction nmay serve as the
state advisors to Washington state FFA, Washington future business
| eaders of Anmerica, Washington DECA, Washington ((SkiH-sUSAM-CA))
Skill sUSA, Washington famly, career and comunity |eaders, and
Washi ngton technol ogy students association, and any additional career
or technical student organizations that are fornmed. Wrking with the
directors or executive secretaries of these organizations, the office
of the superintendent of public instruction may develop tools for the
coordi nation of |eadership activities with the curriculum of technical
educati on prograns.

((64»)) (5) As wused in this section, "career and technical
educati on” neans a planned program of courses and | earni ng experiences
that begins with exploration of career options; supports basic academ c
and life skills; and enabl es achievenent of high academ ¢ standards,
| eadership, options for high skill, high wage enpl oynment preparation,
and advanced and continui ng educati on.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 102. (1) The office of the superintendent of
public instruction, in collaboration with the workforce training and
education coordi nating board, the Washington state apprenticeship and
training council, and the state board for comunity and technical
col |l eges, shall develop a list of statew de high-demand prograns for
secondary career and technical education. The |list shall be devel oped
usi ng the high-demand Iist maintai ned by workforce devel opnent councils
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in collaboration with the enploynent security department, the high
enpl oyer demand prograns of study identified by the workforce training
and education coordinating board, and the high enpl oyer demand prograns
of study identified by the higher education coordinating board. Local
school districts may recommend additional high-demand prograns in
col |l aboration with local career and technical education advisory
commttees by submtting evidence of |ocal high demand.

(2) As used in this section and in sections 104, 105, 107, and 306
of this act:

(a) "H gh-demand progrant neans a career and technical education
program that prepares students for either a high enployer demand
program of study or a hi gh-demand occupation, or both.

(b) "H gh enployer demand program of study" neans an apprenticeship
or an undergraduate or graduate certificate or degree programin which
t he nunber of students per year prepared for enploynent fromin-state
prograns is substantially fewer than the nunber of projected job
openings per year in that field, either statewde or in a substate
regi on.

(c) "H gh-demand occupati on” neans an occupation with a substantia
nunber of current or projected enploynent opportunities.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 104. (1) The office of the superintendent of
public instruction shall establish perfornmance neasures and targets and
nmoni tor the performance of career and technical education prograns in
at least the foll ow ng areas:

(a) Student participation in and conpletion of high-demand prograns
as identified under section 102 of this act;

(b) Students earning dual credit for high school and college; and

(c) Performance neasures and targets established in cooperation
with the workforce training and education coordinating board, including
but not limted to student academic and skill attainnment, graduation
rates, postgraduation enploynent or enrollnent in postsecondary
education, and other neasures and targets as required by the federal
Carl Perkins act.

(2) If a school district fails to neet the performance targets
established under this section, the office of the superintendent of
public instruction may require the district to submt an inprovenent
pl an. If a district fails to inplenent an inprovenent plan or
continues to fail to neet the performance targets for three consecutive
years, the office of the superintendent of public instruction may use
this failure as the basis to deny the approval or reapproval of one or
nmore of the district's career and technical education prograns.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 105. Subject to funds appropriated for this
pur pose, the office of the superintendent of public instruction shal

all ocate grants to m ddl e schools, high schools, or skill centers, to
devel op or upgrade hi gh-demand career and technical education prograns
as identified under section 102 of this act. Grant funds shall be

allocated on a one-tine basis and may be used to purchase or inprove
curriculum create preapprenticeship prograns, upgrade technol ogy and
equi prent to neet industry standards, and for other purposes intended
to initiate a new program or inprove the rigor and quality of a
hi gh-demand program Priority in allocating the funds shall be given
to prograns that are also considered high cost due to the types of
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t echnol ogy and equi pnent necessary to maintain industry certification.
Priority shall also be given to prograns considered in nost high demand
in the state or applicable region.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 106. (1) The legislature finds that a critical
aspect of increasing the quality and rigor of career and technica
education prograns is to assure adequate funding for all students
enrol | ed.

(2) Beginning with the 2008-09 school year, state funds through the
general apportionnent program shall be allocated on the basis of full-
time equivalent enrollnment in career and technical education prograns
approved by the superintendent of public instruction at a ratio of a
maxi mum of 0.92 certificated instructional staff wunits and 0.08
certificated admnistrative staff wunits for each 185 full-tinme
equi val ent career and technical education students.

(3) Beginning with the 2008-09 school year, the allocation for
nonenpl oyee-rel ated costs associated with each certificated staff unit
in skill <center prograns shall be equal to the allocation for
nonenpl oyee-rel ated costs associated with each certificated staff unit
i n high school career and techni cal education prograns.

(4) Beginning with the 2008-09 school year, school districts shal
receive an allocation of state funds for equipnent replacenent in
career and technical prograns and skill centers, based on full-tinme
equi val ent student enroll nent in approved prograns, that is in addition
to the allocation for nonenpl oyee-related costs associated with each
vocational certificated staff unit. The allocation rate shall be
specified in the biennial appropriations act.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 107. (1) The office of the superintendent of
public instruction, the state board for comunity and technical
col | eges, the higher education coordinating board, and the council of
presidents shall work with | ocal school districts, workforce education
prograns in colleges, tech prep consortia, and four-year institutions
of higher education to devel op nodel career and technical education
progranms of study as described by this section.

(2) Career and technical education prograns of study:

(a) Incorporate secondary and postsecondary education el enents;
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(b) Include coherent and rigorous academ c content aligned with
state | earning standards and rel evant career and technical content in
a coordi nated, nonduplicative progression of courses that are aligned
W th postsecondary education in a related field,;

(c) Include opportunities for students to earn dual high school and
coll ege credit; and

(d) Lead to an industry-recognized credential or certificate at the
post secondary | evel, or an associate or baccal aureate degree.

(3) During the 2008-09 school year, nobdel career and technical
education progranms of study shall be developed for the follow ng
hi gh- demand prograns: Construction, health care, and information
t echnol ogy. Each school year thereafter, the office of the
superi ntendent of public instruction, the state board for conmunity and
t echni cal col | eges, and the workforce training and education
coordinating board shall select additional prograns of study to
develop, with a priority on high-demand prograns as identified under
section 102 of this act.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 108. A new section is added to chapter 28B.50
RCWto read as foll ows:

(1) It is the legislature's intent to recognize and support the
work of comunity and technical colleges, high schools, and skill
centers in creating articulation and dual credit agreenents for career

and technical education students, in part by codifying current
practice.

(2) Community and technical colleges shall create agreenents with
hi gh schools and skill centers to offer dual high school and coll ege

credit for secondary career and technical courses. Agreenents shall be
subject to approval by the chief instructional officer of the college
and the principal of the high school or the executive director of the
skill center.

(3) Community and technical colleges nmay create dual «credit
agreenents with high schools and skill centers that are | ocated outside
the college district boundary or service area.

(4) If a community or technical college has created an agreenent
with a high school or skill center to offer college credit for a
secondary career and technical course, all comunity and technical
col l eges shall accept the course for an equal anount of college credit.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 201. (1) The office of the superintendent of
public instruction shall support school district efforts under RCW
28A. 230. 097 to adopt course equivalencies for career and technical
courses by:

(a) Recommending career and technical curriculum suitable for
course equi val enci es;

(b) Publicizing best practices for high schools and school
districts in devel opi ng and adopti ng course equi val enci es; and

(c) In collaboration with the Washi ngt on associ ation for career and
techni cal education, providing professional developnent, technical
assi stance, and gui dance for school districts seeking to expand their
lists of equival ent courses.

(2) The office of the superintendent of public instruction shal
provi de professional devel opnent, technical assistance, and gui dance
for school districts to develop <career and technical course
equi val encies that also qualify as advanced pl acenent courses.

(3) Subject to funds appropriated for this purpose, the office of
t he superintendent of public instruction shall allocate grant funds to
school districts to increase the integration and rigor of academc
instruction in career and technical courses. Grant recipients are
encouraged to wuse grant funds to support teans of academc and
technical teachers using a research-based professional devel opnent
nmodel supported by the national research center for career and
techni cal education. The office of the superintendent of public
instruction may require that grant recipients provide matching
resources using federal Carl Perkins funds or other fund sources.

(4) Subject to funds appropriated for this purpose, the office of
t he superintendent of public instruction shall allocate grant funds to
school districts to provide sumrer school funding for m ddle and high
schools for all students to explore career opportunities rich in math,
science, and technology using career and technical education as the
del i very nodel.

Sec. 202. RCW 28A. 230. 097 and 2006 ¢ 114 s 2 are each anended to
read as foll ows:
(1) Each high school or school district board of directors shal
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adopt course equival encies for career and technical high school courses

offered to students at the high school. A career and technical course
equi val ency may be for whole or partial credit. Each school district
board of directors shall develop a course -equivalency approval
pr ocedure.

(2) Career and technical courses determned to be equivalent to
academ c core courses, in full or in part, by the high school or school
district shall be accepted as neeting core requirenents, including
graduation requirenents, if the courses are recorded on the student's
transcript wusing the equivalent academc high school departnent
designation and title. Full or partial credit shall be recorded as
appropriate. The high school or school district shall also issue and
keep record of course conpletion certificates that denonstrate that the

career and technical courses were successfully conpleted as needed for
industry certification, college credit, or preapprenticeship, as
applicable. The certificate shall be part of the student's high school

and beyond pl an. The office of the superintendent of public
instruction shall develop and neke available electronic sanples of
certificates of course conpletion.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 203. A new section is added to chapter 28A. 245
RCWto read as foll ows:

Skill centers my enter into agreenments wth one or nore
cooperating school districts to grant a high school diplona on behalf
of the district so that students who are juniors and seniors have an
opportunity to attend the skill center on a full-time basis wthout
coenrollment at a district high school. To avoid conpetition with
ot her high schools in the cooperating district, high school conpletion
prograns operated by skill centers shall be designed as dropout
prevention and retrieval progranms for at-risk and credit-deficient
students or for fifth-year seniors. A skill center may use grant
awards from the building bridges program under RCW 28A.175.025 to
devel op hi gh school conpletion prograns as provided in this section.

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 204. (1) Subject to funds appropriated for this
pur pose, the secondary integrated basic education and skills training
(I-BEST) pilot project is created to integrate career and technica
instruction, core academ c and basic skills, and English as a second

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| anguage, for secondary school students. The objective of the pilot
project is to determ ne whether and how a successful community and
technical college instructional nodel can be adapted and inpl enented at
a secondary school | evel

(2) The goal of secondary |-BEST is to enable and notivate
secondary students who are struggling with | anguage and academ c skills
to earn a high school diplom and be prepared for workforce entry or
further education and training in a career and technical field. Under
the pilot project, academc, career and technical, and English-as-a
second- | anguage teachers shall provide instruction through team and
cot eachi ng. Course content shall be integrated across the three
domai ns of career and technical, academ c, and | anguage.

(3) The office of the superintendent of public instruction shal
allocate pilot project grants to high schools or skill centers on a
conpetitive basis. Gants are for a three-year period. The office of
the superintendent of public instruction shall work with the state
board for comunity and technical colleges, grant recipients, and the
Washi ngton State University social and economic sciences research
center to design and inplenent an evaluation of the pilot project that
i ncl udes conparisons of gains in achievenent for students in the
project conpared to other simlar students. A report on the pilot
project and results of the evaluation shall be submtted to the
governor and the education and fiscal commttees of the |egislature by
Decenber 1, 2011.

(4) The state board for comunity and technical colleges shal
provide technical assistance and advice to the office of the
superintendent of public instruction and the pilot project regarding
best practices for |-BEST, including program design, professional
devel opnent, assessnent, and eval uati on. The state board shall also
designate one or nore community or technical colleges wth exenplary
post secondary |-BEST prograns to serve as nentors for the pilot
proj ect .

(5) This section expires June 30, 2012.

Sec. 205. RCW 28A.655.065 and 2007 ¢ 354 s 6 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) The legislature has nade a conmtnment to rigorous academc
standards for receipt of a high school diploma. The primary way that

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students w |l denponstrate that they neet the standards in reading

writing, mathematics, and science is through the Washi ngt on assessnent
of student learning. Only objective assessnents that are conparable in
rigor to the state assessnent are authorized as an alternative
assessnent. Before seeking an alternative assessnent, the |egislature
expects students to make a genuine effort to neet state standards,
t hrough regul ar and consi stent attendance at school and participation
in extended | earning and ot her assi stance prograns.

(2) Under RCW 28A. 655.061, beginning in the 2006-07 school vyear
the superintendent of public instruction shall inplenment objective
al ternative assessnent nethods as provided in this section for students
to denonstrate achievenent of the state standards in content areas in
whi ch the student has not yet nmet the standard on the high school
Washi ngt on assessnent of student | earning. A student may access an
alternative if the student neets applicable eligibility criteria in RCW
28A. 655. 061 and this section and other eligibility criteria established
by the superintendent of public instruction, including but not Iimted
to attendance <criteria and participation in the renediation or

suppl emental instruction contained in the student |l|earning plan
devel oped wunder RCW 28A. 655. 061. A school district may waive
attendance and/or renediation criteria for special, unavoi dable

ci rcunst ances.

(3) For the purposes of this section, "applicant” nmeans a student
seeking to use one of the alternative assessnent nethods in this
section.

(4) One alternative assessnent nethod shall be a conbination of the
applicant's grades in applicable courses and the applicant's highest
score on the high school Wshi ngton assessnent of student |earning, as
provided in this subsection. A student is eligible to apply for the
alternative assessnment nethod under this subsection (4) if the student
has a cunul ati ve grade point average of at least 3.2 on a four point

gradi ng scale. The superintendent of public instruction shal
det ermi ne which high school courses are applicable to the alternative
assessnment nethod and shall issue guidelines to school districts.

(a) Using guidelines prepared by the superintendent of public
instruction, a school district shall identify the group of students in

t he sane school as the applicant who took the sane high school courses
as the applicant in the applicable content area. From the group of

conpari son cohort that shall be those students who net or slightly
exceeded the state standard on the Washington assessnent of student
| ear ni ng.

(b) The district shall conpare the applicant's grades in high
school courses in the applicable content area to the grades of students
in the conparison cohort for the same high school courses. If the
applicant's grades are equal to or above the nean grades of the
conparison cohort, the applicant shall be deened to have net the state
standard on the alternative assessnent.

(c) An applicant may not use the alternative assessnent under this
subsection (4) if there are fewer than six students in the conparison
cohort.

(5) The superintendent of public instruction shall develop an
alternative assessnent nethod that shall be an evaluation of a
coll ection of work sanples prepared and submtted by the applicant((+

ded i hi I . g I haieal
L | I it | . : I . & : hi
section)).

(a) The superintendent of public instruction shall develop
guidelines for the types and nunber of work sanples in each content
area that may be submtted as a collection of evidence that the
applicant has net the state standard in that content area. Wor k
sanples may be collected from academc, career and technical, or
renmedi al courses and may include performance tasks as well as witten
products. The superintendent shall submt the guidelines for approval
by the state board of education.

(b) The superintendent shall devel op protocols for subm ssion of
the collection of work sanples that include affidavits from the
applicant's teachers and school district that the sanples are the work
of the applicant and a requirenent that a portion of the sanples be
prepared under the direct supervision of a classroom teacher. The
superintendent shall submt the protocols for approval by the state
board of educati on.

(c) The superintendent shall develop uniformscoring criteria for
evaluating the collection of work sanples and submt the scoring
criteria for approval by the state board of education. Col | ecti ons
shall be scored at the state level or regionally by a panel of

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educators selected and trained by the superintendent to ensure
objectivity, reliability, and rigor in the evaluation. An educator may
not score work sanples submtted by applicants from the educator's
school district. If the panel awards an applicant's collection of work
sanples the mninmum required score, the applicant shall be deened to
have net the state standard on the alternative assessnent.

(d) Using an open and public process that includes consultation
with district superintendents, school principals, and other educators,
the state board of education shall consider the guidelines, protocols,
scoring criteria, and other information regarding the collection of
work sanples submitted by the superintendent of public instruction.
The collection of work sanples may be inplenented as an alternative
assessnment after the state board of education has approved the
gui deli nes, protocols, and scoring criteria and determ ned that the
collection of work sanples: (i) WIIl neet professionally accepted
standards for a valid and reliable neasure of the grade |evel
expectations and the essential academ c |learning requirenents; and (ii)
is conparable to or exceeds the rigor of the skills and know edge t hat
a student nust denonstrate on the Wishington assessnent of student
learning in the applicable content area. The state board shall nake an
approval decision and determination no | ater than Decenber 1, 2006, and
thereafter may increase the required rigor of the collection of work
sanpl es.

(e) By Septenber of 2006, the superintendent of public instruction
shall develop informational materials for parents, teachers, and
students regarding the collection of work sanples and the status of its
devel opnent as an alternative assessnent nethod. The nmaterials shal
provi de specific guidance regarding the type and nunber of work sanples
likely to be required, include exanples of work that neets the state
| earni ng standards, and describe the scoring criteria and process for
the collection. The materials shall also encourage students in the
graduating class of 2008 to begin creating a collection if they believe
they may seek to use the collection once it is inplemented as an
alternative assessnent.

(2) The office shall wuse multiple strategies in the canpaign
dependi ng on avail abl e funds, including developing an interactive web
site to encourage and facilitate career exploration; conducting
training and orientation for guidance counselors and teachers; and
devel opi ng and dissem nating printed materi al s.

(3) The office shall seek advice, participation, and financial
