NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 9A 76 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) A person who, with the intent of causing an activation of the
voluntary broadcast notification system comonly known as the "Anber
alert,"” or as the same system may ot herw se be known, which is used to
notify the public of abducted children, know ngly nakes a false or
m sl eading material statenment to a public servant that a child has been
abduct ed and which statenent causes an activation, is guilty of a class
C fel ony.

(2) "Material statenment” nmeans a witten or oral statenent
reasonably likely to be relied upon by a public servant in the
di scharge of his or her official powers or duties.
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
