AN ACT Relating to the authority of the executive director of the
state board of education; and anmendi ng RCW 28A. 305. 130.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW 28A. 305.130 and 2006 ¢ 263 s 102 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

The purpose of the state board of education is to provide advocacy
and strategic oversight of public education; inplenment a standards-
based accountability system to inprove student academ c achievenent;
provide |eadership in the creation of a system that personalizes
education for each student and respects diverse cultures, abilities,
and learning styles; and pronote achievenent of the goals of RCW
28A. 150. 210. In addition to any other powers and duties as provided by
| aw, the state board of education shall

(1) Hold regularly schedul ed neetings at such tine and place within
the state as the board shall determne and may hold such special
meetings as may be deened necessary for the transaction of public
busi ness;

(2) Form commttees as necessary to effectively and efficiently
conduct the work of the board,
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(3) Seek advice from the public and interested parties regarding
the work of the board;

(4) For purposes of statewi de accountability:

(a) Adopt and revise performance inprovenent goals in reading,
writing, science, and mathematics, by subject and grade |evel, once
assessnments in these subjects are required statew de; academ c and
technical skills, as appropriate, in secondary career and technica
education prograns; and student attendance, as the board deens
appropriate to inprove student |learning. The goals shall be consistent
W th student privacy protection provisions of RCW 28A. 655.090(7) and
shall not conflict wth requirenents contained in Title | of the
federal elenentary and secondary education act of 1965, or the
requi renments of the Carl D. Perkins vocational education act of 1998,

each as anended. The goals may be established for all students,
econom cally disadvantaged students, limted English proficient
st udent s, students wth disabilities, and students from

di sproportionately academ cally underachieving racial and ethnic
backgrounds. The board may establish school and school district goals
addr essi ng hi gh school graduation rates and dropout reduction goals for
students in grades seven through twelve. The board shall adopt the
goals by rule. However, before each goal is inplenented, the board
shall present the goal to the education commttees of the house of
representatives and the senate for the commttees' review and conment
in a tinme frame that will permt the legislature to take statutory
action on the goal if such action is deened warranted by the
| egi sl ature;

(b) Identify the scores students nmust achieve in order to neet the
standard on the Washi ngton assessnment of student |earning and, for high
school students, to obtain a certificate of academ c achievenent. The
board shall also determ ne student scores that identify |evels of
student performance bel ow and beyond the standard. The board shall
consider the incorporation of the standard error of measurenment into
the decision regarding the award of the certificates. The board shal
set such performance standards and levels in consultation with the
superintendent of public instruction and after consideration of any
recommendati ons that may be devel oped by any advisory conmttees that
may be established for this purpose. The initial performance standards
and any changes recomended by the board in the performance standards
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for the tenth grade assessnment shall be presented to the education
commttees of the house of representatives and the senate by Novenber
30th of the school year in which the changes will take place to permt
the legislature to take statutory action before the changes are
inplenented if such action is deened warranted by the |legislature. The
| egi sl ature shall be advised of the initial performance standards and
any changes nmade to the elenentary | evel performance standards and the
m ddl e school |evel performance standards;

(c) Adopt objective, systematic criteria to identify successful
schools and school districts and recormmend to the superintendent of
public instruction schools and districts to be recogni zed for two types
of acconplishments, student achievenent and inprovenents in student
achi evenment. Recognition for inprovenents in student achi evenent shal
i ncl ude consi deration of one or nore of the follow ng acconplishnents:

(1) An increase in the percent of students neeting standards. The
| evel of achievenment required for recognition nay be based on the
achi evenent goals established by the | egislature and by the board under
(a) of this subsection;

(1i) Positive progress on an inprovenent index that neasures
i nprovenent in all levels of the assessnent; and

(ti1) Inprovenents despite challenges such as high levels of
mobility, poverty, English as a second |anguage |earners, and |arge
nunbers of students in special populations as neasured by either the
percent of students neeting the standard, or the inprovenent index.
When determ ning the baseline year or years for recogni zing individual
schools, the board nmay use the assessnent results from the initial
years the assessnents were admnistered, if doing so wth individua
school s woul d be appropri at e;

(d) Adopt objective, systematic criteria to identify schools and
school districts in need of assistance and those in which significant
nunbers of students persistently fail to neet state standards. Inits
del i berations, the board shall consider the use of all statew de
mandated criterion-referenced and normreferenced standardi zed tests;

(e) ldentify schools and school districts in which state
intervention neasures wll be needed and a range of appropriate
intervention strategies after the | egislature has authorized a set of
intervention strategies. After the |legislature has authorized a set of
intervention strategies, at the request of the board, t he
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superintendent shall intervene in the school or school district and
take corrective actions. This chapter does not provide additiona
authority for the board or the superintendent of public instruction to
intervene in a school or school district;

(f) Ildentify performance incentive systens that have inproved or
have the potential to inprove student achi evenent;

(g) Annually review the assessnent reporting system to ensure
fairness, accuracy, tineliness, and equity of opportunity, especially
with regard to schools wth special circunstances and unique
popul ati ons of students, and a recomendation to the superintendent of
public instruction of any inprovenents needed to the system and

(h) I'nclude in the biennial report required under RCW 28A. 305. 035,
information on the progress that has been nmade in achieving goals
adopt ed by the board;

(5 Accredit, subject to such accreditation standards and
procedures as may be established by the state board of education, al
private schools that apply for accreditation, and approve, subject to
the provisions of RCW 28A 195.010, private schools carrying out a
program for any or all of the grades kindergarten through twelve:
PROVI DED, That no private school nay be approved that operates a
ki ndergarten programonly: PROVI DED FURTHER, That no private schools
shall be placed upon the list of accredited schools so | ong as secret
societies are know ngly allowed to exist anong its students by school
of ficials;

(6) Articulate with the institutions of higher education, workforce
representatives, and early learning policymakers and providers to
coordinate and unify the work of the public school system

(7) Hire an executive director and an adm nistrative assistant to
reside in the office of the superintendent of public instruction for
adm ni strative purposes. Any ot her personnel of the board shall be
appoi nted as provided by RCW 28A.300.020. The board ney delegate to
t he executive director by resolution such duties as deened necessary to
efficiently carry on the business of the board including, but not
l[limted to, the authority to enploy necessary personnel and the
authority to enter into, anmend, and termnate contracts on behalf of
the board. The executive director, admnistrative assistant, and al
but one of the other personnel of the board are exenpt from civi
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service, together with other staff as now or hereafter
exenpt in accordance with chapter 41.06 RCW and

(8 Adopt a seal that shall be kept in the office of the

superintendent of public instruction.
