(b) When developed by the departnent of community, trade, and
econom ¢ devel opnment based on information as described in (a)(i) of
this subsection, any work product is not exenpt from disclosure;

(c) For the purposes of this subsection, "siting decision"” neans
the decision to acquire or not to acquire a site;

(d) If there is no witten contact for a period of sixty days to
the departnment of comrunity, trade, and econom c devel opnent from a
person connected with siting, recruitnent, expansion, retention, or
rel ocation of that person's business, information described in (a)(ii)
of this subsection will be available to the public under this chapter;

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(15) Financial and comrercial information provided as evidence to
the departnment of Ilicensing as required by RCW 19.112.110 or
19.112. 120, except information disclosed in aggregate form that does
not permt the identification of information related to individual fuel
| i censees;

(16) Any production records, mneral assessnents, and trade secrets
submtted by a permt holder, mne operator, or |andowner to the
departnment of natural resources under RCW 78. 44. 085;

(17)(a) Farm plans devel oped by conservation districts, unless
permssion to release the farm plan is granted by the |andowner or
operator who requested the plan, or the farm plan is used for the
application or issuance of a permt;

(b) Farm pl ans devel oped under chapter 90.48 RCW and not under the
federal clean water act, 33 U S C Sec. 1251 et seq., are subject to
RCW 42.

010 t hrough 35.104.060, to the extent that such information,
if reveal ed, woul d reasonably be expected to result in private loss to
providers of this information; and

that can be identified to a particul ar business.
