AN ACT Relating to agency reviews and reports regarding child
abuse, negl ect , and near fatalities; anmending RCW 74.13. 640,
43. 06A. 100, and 26.44.030; reenacting and anmending RCW 26.44.030;
adding new sections to chapter 43.06A RCW creating a new section;
providing an effective date; and providing an expiration date.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW74.13.640 and 2004 c 36 s 1 are each anmended to read
as follows:

(1) The departnent of social and health services shall conduct a
child fatality review in the event of an unexpected death of a mnor in
the state who is in the care of or receiving services described in
chapter 74.13 RCWfromthe departnment or who has been in the care of or
recei ved services described in chapter 74.13 RCW from the depart nent
wi thin one year preceding the mnor's death.

(2) Upon conclusion of a child fatality review required pursuant to
subsection (1) of this section, the departnment shall w thin one hundred

eighty days following the fatality issue a report on the results of the
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unl ess an extension has been granted by the governor. Reports shall be
distributed to the appropriate comrittees of the legislature, and the
departnent shall create a public web site where all child fatality
review reports required under this section shall be posted and
mai nt ai ned.

(3) The departnent shall develop and inplenent procedures to carry
out the requirenents of subsections (1) and (2) of this section.

(4) In the event a child fatality is the result of apparent abuse
or neglect by the child's parent or caregiver, the departnent shal
ensure that the fatality review teamis conprised of individuals who
had no previous involvenent in the case and whose professional
expertise is pertinent to the dynamcs of the case.

(5) In the event of a near-fatality of a child who is in the care
of or receiving services described in this chapter fromthe departnent
or who has been in the care of or received services described in this
chapt er from the departnent within one vyear preceding the
near-fatality, the departnent shall pronptly notify the office of the
famly and children's onbudsnan.

bruising, or significant external or internal swelling; or nore than
one act of physical abuse, each of which causes bleeding, deep
brui sing, significant external or internal swelling, bone fracture, or
unconsci ousness.

(e) The report must be nade at the first opportunity, but in no
case longer than forty-eight hours after there is reasonabl e cause to
believe that the child has suffered abuse or neglect. The report nust
include the identity of the accused if known.

(2) The reporting requirenment of subsection (1) of this section
does not apply to the discovery of abuse or neglect that occurred
during childhood if it is discovered after the child has becone an

while the departnent proceeds wth reasonable efforts to renedy
parenting deficiencies.

The
interviews may be conducted on school prem ses, at day-care facilities,
at the child' s hone, or at other suitable |ocations outside of the
presence of parents. Parental notification of the interview nmust occur
at the earliest possible point in the investigation that will not

The departnent shall, within funds appropriated for this
pur pose, offer enhanced community-based services to persons who are
determ ned not to require further state intervention.

((25)1)) (16) Upon receipt of a report of alleged abuse or negl ect
the [ aw enforcenent agency may arrange to interview the person making
the report and any collateral sources to determne if any malice is
involved in the reporting.

investigation period is necessary. At the conmpletion of the
i nvestigation, the departnment shall make a finding that the report of
child abuse or neglect is founded or unfounded.

(b) If acourt in a civil or crimnal proceeding, considering the
sanme facts or circunstances as are contained in the report being
investigated by the departnent, nmakes a judicial finding by a
preponderance of the evidence or higher that the subject of the pending
i nvestigation has abused or neglected the child, the departnent shall
adopt the finding in its investigation.

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the report and any collateral sources to determne if any malice is
i nvolved in the reporting.

(18) Upon receiving a report of alleged abuse or neglect involving
a child under the court's jurisdiction under chapter 13.34 RCW the
departnent shall pronptly notify the child's gquardian ad litem of the
report's contents. The departnment shall also notify the guardian ad

litem of the disposition of the report. For purposes of this
subsection, "guardian ad litenl has the neaning provided in RCW
13. 34. 030.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 6. A new section is added to chapter 43.06A RCW
to read as foll ows:

The onbudsman shall anal yze a random sanpling of referrals nade by
mandat ed reporters during 2006 and 2007 and report to the appropriate
commttees of the legislature on the following: The nunber and types
of referrals from mandated reporters; the disposition of the referrals
by category of mandated reporters; how nmany referrals resulted in the
filing of dependency actions; any patterns established by the
departnment in how it dealt with such referrals; whether the history of
fatalities in 2006 and 2007 showed referrals by mandated reporters; and
any other information the onbudsman deens rel evant. The onbudsman may
contract for all or a portion of the tasks essential to conpleting the
anal ysis and report required under this section. The report is due no
| ater than June 30, 2009.
