Sec. 1. RCWA46.44.140 and 1984 c 7 s 60 are each anmended to read
as follows:

In addition to any other special permts authorized by | aw, speci al
permts may be issued by the departnent of transportation for a
quarterly or annual period upon such terns and conditions as it finds
proper for the novenent of (1) farminplenents used for the cutting or
threshing of mature crops; or (2) other farm inplenments that may be
identified by rule of the departnent of transportation. Any farm
i npl ement noved under this section nust ((have—a—gross—wetght—tessthan
forty-—+H+ve)) conply with RCW 46.44.091, have a gross weight of |ess
than sixty-five thousand pounds, and have a total outside width of |ess
than twenty feet while being noved, and such novenent nust be
patrolled, flagged, lighted, signed, at a tinme of day, and otherw se in
accordance with rules hereby authorized to be adopted by the depart nent
of transportation for the control of such novenents.
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Applications for and permts issued under this section shall
provide for a description of the farm inplenments to be noved, the
approxi mate dates of novenent, and the routes of novenent so far as
they are reasonably known to the applicant at the tine of application,
but the permt shall not be |limted to these circunstances but shall be
general in its application except as limted by the statutes and rules
adopt ed by the departnent of transportation.

A copy of the governing permt shall be carried on the farm
i npl enent being noved during the period of its novenent. The
departnent shall collect a fee as provided in RCW46. 44. 0941.
