AN ACT Rel ating to Puget Sound Dungeness crab catch record cards;
amendi ng RCW 77. 32. 070 and 77.15.280; and prescribing penalties.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW77.32.070 and 2005 ¢ 418 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) Applicants for a license, permt, tag, or stanp shall furnish
the information required by the director. However, the director may
not require the purchaser of a razor clamlicense under RCW 77. 32. 520
to provide any personal information except for proof of residency. The
comm ssion nmay adopt rules requiring licensees or permttees to keep
records and make reports concerning the taking of or effort to harvest
fish, shellfish, and wildlife. The reporting requirenent may be wai ved
where, for any reason, the departnment is not able to receive the
report. The departnent must provide reasonable options for a |icensee
to submt information to a live operator prior to the reporting
deadl i ne.

(2) The comm ssion may, by rule, set an adm nistrative penalty for
failure to comply with rules requiring the reporting of taking or
effort to harvest wldlife. The comm ssion may also adopt rules
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requiring hunters who have not reported for the previous |license year
to conplete a report and pay the assessed admi nistrative penalty before
a new hunting license is issued.

(a) The total admnistrative penalty per hunter set by the
conmm ssi on nmust not exceed ten dollars.

(b) By Decenber 31st of each year, the departnent shall report the
rate of hunter conpliance with the harvest reporting requirenent, the
adm ni strative penalty inposed for failing to report, and the anount of
adm nistrative penalties collected during that year to the appropriate
fiscal and policy commttees of the senate and house of
representatives.

(3) The comm ssion may, by rule, set an adm nistrative penalty for
failure to conply with rules requiring the reporting of data from catch
record cards officially endorsed for Puget Sound Dungeness crab. The
comm ssion may al so adopt rules requiring fishers who possessed a catch
record card officially endorsed for Puget Sound Dungeness crab and who
have not reported for the previous license year to conplete a report
and pay the assessed adnministrative penalty before a new catch record
card officially endorsed for Puget Sound Dungeness crab is issued.

(a) The total admnistrative penalty per fisher set by the
conm ssion nust not exceed ten dollars.

(b) By Decenber 31st of each year, the departnent shall report the
rate of fisher conpliance with the Puget Sound Dungeness crab catch
record card reporting requirenent, the admnistrative penalty inposed
for failing to report, and the anmpunt of administrative penalties
collected during that year to the appropriate fiscal and policy
commttees of the senate and house of representatives.

Sec. 2. RCW77.15.280 and 2005 ¢ 418 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) A person is guilty of violating rules requiring reporting of
fish or wildlife harvest if the person

(a) Fails to make a harvest log report of a commercial fish or
shellfish catch in violation of any rule of the comm ssion or the
di rector;

(b) Fails to maintain a trapper's report or taxiderm st |edger in
violation of any rule of the comm ssion or the director;
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(c) Fails to submt any portion of a big gane aninmal for a required
i nspection required by rule of the comm ssion or the director; or

(d) Fails to return a catch record card to the departnent as
required by rule of the conm ssion or director, except for catch record
cards officially endorsed for Puget Sound Dungeness crab.

(2) Violating rules requiring reporting of fish or wildlife harvest
IS a m sdeneanor .
