Provides that, by July 2, 2007, and annually thereafter,
students may apply to be considered for participation in the
program by conpleting an online application form and
submtting the application to the |egislative youth advisory
council. The council my develop selection criteria and an
application review process. The council shall recomend
candi dat es whose nanes will be submtted to the office of the
I i eutenant governor for final selection. The office of the
